SUHSD focuses on college and career 

readiness through programs like 
Advanced Placement, International 

Baccalaureate, Career Technical 
Education, and Dual Enrollment with 

local colleges. 

  

Notably, Bonita Vista High School’s 

Jennifer Ekstein was named the 
2024-25 San Diego County Teacher 

of the Year for her innovative 
teaching and dedication to student 

success. Castle Park High School is 
also undergoing major renovations, 

including upgraded classrooms, 
enhanced technology, and improved 

athletic spaces. Additionally, IB 
programs at Castle Park Middle and Bonita Vista Middle challenge students academically 

and develop their leadership and critical thinking skills.  
 

SUHSD partners with San Diego State University through the Compact for Success 

Program, guaranteeing admission for eligible students and promoting higher graduation 
rates. Dual-enrollment programs with Southwestern College also allow students to earn 

college credits while still in high school, and partnerships with Sweetwater Authority and 
Otay Water Authority provide career pathways and internships.
