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The Lead-Safe Homes Program helps coordinate and pay for the safe removal
of lead hazards from homes and rental properties in Winnebago County.

Why is lead bad? Exposure to lead damages the brain, body and nervous system. Even at low levels,
it affects learning capacity, ability to pay attention and academic achievement. Lead is toxic to
everyone, but children under age 6 are at greatest risk for harm. Lead is most commonly found in
lead-based paint, lead dust and contaminated soil in homes built before 1978. Exposure in kids
typically happens when they put things in their mouths that are contaminated with lead dust, eat
paint chips or chew on windowsills and door frames.

Lead poisoning is preventable. The Winnebago County Health Department's Lead-Safe Homes
Program makes homes safe for kids and pregnant women by safely removing lead hazards to ensure
that kids do not experience long-term effects of lead exposure.
