e A short summary of your intervention, including a title (350 words or less)*.

e Abio orresume (if this is a panel discussion, please include the biographies or resumes of
all participants).

e |f applicable, a copy of the research paper or a summary of the project that your
intervention is based upon.

e Your contact information (name, street address, institution or organization represented
and title, preferred language of the intervention, phone number, email address).

e Any other relevant information.

Applications can be submitted in English, Spanish or French. Please send your application
including all the information mentioned above to the following address: info@ace.coop.

The deadline for submissions is February 14, 2020 by 11:59pm (Central time). Proposals received
after the deadline might not be considered. An evaluation committee will meet in February to
assess the relevance of each proposal. Selected candidates or organizations will be contacted via
phone or email. Please note that no honorarium will be paid and that accepted individuals or
organizations will have to register to the Institute (a discounted rate may be offered).
