The course is also approved by the Louisiana Department of Health (LDH) for assisted and
independent living facilities, dementia care specialty units, group homes, adult and senior daycare programs
and hospital-based skilled nursing facilities. This workshop consists of four days of nine-hour sessions.
Registrants must attend all sessions in their entirety in order to receive certification. Upon completion of this
certification course, participants will be certified to work as an activity director in Louisiana nursing facilities.

Taking this class every two years as a “refresher” is suggested due to ever-changing policies and procedures.
