FIRST READING: Exodus 34:29-35

Moses’ face shone with the reflected glory of God after he received the Ten
Commandments on Mount Sinai. The sight caused the Israelites to be afraid, so Moses
wore a veil to mask the radiance of God’s glory, taking it off when he spoke directly with
God. A reading from Exodus.

29 Moses came down from Mount Sinai. As he came down from the mountain with the
two tablets of the covenant in his hand, Moses did not know that the skin of his face
shone because he had been talking with God. *° When Aaron and all the Israelites saw
Moses, the skin of his face was shining, and they were afraid to come near him. ' But
Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the leaders of the congregation returned to
him, and Moses spoke with them.

SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 3:12—4:2

In his debates with the Corinthians, Paul contrasts the glory of Moses with the glory of
Christ. The Israelites could not see Moses’ face because of the veil. But in Christ we see
the unveiled glory of God and are transformed into Christ’s likeness.

A reading from Second Corinthians

12Since, then, we have such a hope, we act with great boldness, '3 not like Moses, who
put a veil over his face to keep the people of Israel from gazing at the end of the glory
that was being set aside. '*But their minds were hardened. Indeed, to this very day,
when they hear the reading of the old covenant, that same veil is still there, since only
in Christ is it set aside. > Indeed, to this very day whenever Moses is read, a veil lies
over their minds; '°but when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. ' Now the Lord
is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. ® And all of us, with
unveiled faces, seeing the glory of the Lord as though reflected in a mirror, are being
transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another; for this comes
from the Lord, the Spirit.
