This is one of 
the best preserved presidential sites in the nation. Tucked away in the heartland of the 
Green Mountains, it remains virtually unchanged since August 3th, 1923 when in the old 
family homestead Vice President Coolidge was sworn in as President by his father. Pristine-
ly beautiful is the Calvin Coolidge Historic site. Much more than the birth place of President 
it captures a rural mountain village of one hundred years ago. View homes of Calvin Coo-
lidge as well as 12 other original buildings including, General Store, Plymouth Cheese Fac-
tory, Church, historic farm buildings, and Museum and Gallery. 

Departing Plymouth Notch, sit back, relax and enjoy the spender of Fall as we make our way 
to nearby Cavendish, VT and The Pointe Hotel at Castle Hill Resort and Spa. That evening 
you are invited to a private reception in the historic Castle followed by a 3-course meal in 
the original dining room.
