Directions: 
 

1. Cut Balmy Blue card stock 5 ½” x 8 ½”, score at 4 ¼” on long side, and fold in half. 
2. Cut 2 pieces of Whisper White card stock 3 3/8” x 4 5/8”. Adhere one to the card front 

and one to the inside of card front using Snail Adhesive. TIP:  If you wish to stamp a 
sentiment on inside of card, stamp it before you adhere card stock to inside of card. 

3. Cut raindrop paper from Pleased As Punch DSP 3 ¼” x 4 ½”. Adhere to card front on top 
of Whisper White card stock using Snail Adhesive. 

4. Cut a 3 ¼” x ¾” strip of raindrop paper. Adhere to Whisper White card stock on inside of 
card.  

5. Punch 3 open umbrella tops and 3 umbrella handles from Pleased As Punch Designer 
Series Paper using Umbrella Builder Punch.  

6. Adhere umbrella tops to card front as shown using Stampin’ Dimensionals. 
7. Adhere umbrella handles to card front with Fine Tip Glue Pen or Multipurpose Glue. 
8. Stamp sentiment in Balmy Blue ink on Whisper White card stock. Punch with Label Me 

Fancy Punch. Adhere to lower right corner of card front using Stampin’ Dimensionals. 
9. Decorate envelope with DSP. I cut 2 ½” x 6” piece of raindrop paper and adhered to flap 

of envelope. I then opened envelope and cut away excess paper with my Paper Snips.
