All were sent to Mercy Hospital for sonograms 
and counseled on the help available to them, etc.

Additionally, three other women went to the 
pregnancy center for baby items. 
        Overall, the 40 Days for Life Campaign resulted 
in four baby saves (that we know of) seven 
pregnancy tests and fourteen baby items referrals! 
           

 
On Saturday March 27th, approximately 

sixty prayer warriors attended the 40 Days for Life 
closing Rosary/Divine Mercy service, led by Fr. 
Liam McDonald in front of the Hempstead Planned 
Parenthood. It was a powerful and grace filled 
experience. 
A man leaving Planned Parenthood prayed with us 
and spoke to a sidewalk counselor about a past 
abortion. Afterwards, the man said he will go to 
confession along with his wife.
