This means dress pants and collared shirts for 
the gentlemen and appropriate dress for the ladies. Mini and 
low cut dresses are not permitted. The school reserves the 
right to determine suitability of dress and to require 
corrective action when deemed necessary. All guests are 
subject to administrative approval and must adhere to SLES 
dress codes, grooming regulations, and behavior expected of 
SLES students as stated in the SLES Student Handbook. All 
students and guests attending SLES homecoming dance will be 
administered a breathalyzer test.

All outside guests at the dance must have prior approval of 
the school administration. Please see the next page for the 
approval form. The forms for an outside guest must be 
submitted to Student Services no later than October 17, 2018.  
Middle school students are not allowed.
