A Reading from the prophet Isaiah 42:1-9 The people sit.

Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen, in whom my soul delights; I have
put my spirit upon him; he will bring forth justice to the nations. He will not cry or
lift up his voice, or make it heard in the street; a bruised reed he will not break, and
a dimly burning wick he will not quench; he will faithfully bring forth justice. He will
not grow faint or be crushed until he has established justice in the earth; and the
coastlands wait for his teaching.

A Reading of the Acts of the Apostles 10:34-43  The people sit.

Peter began to speak to them: “I truly understand that God shows no partiality, but
in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him.
You know the message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus
Christ--he is Lord of all. That message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee
after the baptism that John announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and healing all who
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses to all that he
did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree;
but God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people
but to us who were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him
after he rose from the dead. He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify
that he is the one ordained by God as judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets
testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins
through his name.”

The Great Thanksgiving

Celebrant The Lord be with you.

People And also with you.

Celebrant Lift up your hearts.

People We lift them to the Lord.

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People It is right to give God thanks and praise.

We praise you and we bless you, holy and gracious God, source of life abundant. From
before time you made ready the creation. Your spirit moved over the deep and brought
all things into being: sun, moon, and stars; earth winds, and water; and every living
thing. You made us in your image and taught us to walk in your ways.

But we rebelled against you, and wandered far away, and yet, as a mother cares for
her children, you would not forget us. Time and again you called us to live in the
fullness of your love. And so this day we join with Saints and Angels in the chorus of
praise that rings through eternity, lifting our voices to magnify you as we sing:
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The Celebrant continues

Glory and honor and praise to you, holy and living God. To deliver us from the power
of sin and death and to reveal the riches of your grace, you looked with favor upon
Mary, your willing servant, that she might conceive and bear a son, Jesus the holy
child of God.



Living among us, Jesus loved us. He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed
the sick, and proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the world to
himself yet we were heedless of his call to walk in love. Then the time came for him to
complete upon the cross the sacrifice of his life, and to be glorified to you.

On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his friends: He took bread,
gave thanks to you, broke it, and gave it to them, and said: "Take, eat: This 1s my Body,
which 1s given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me."

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine. Again, he gave thanks to you, gave
it to them, and said: "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant,
which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink
1t, do this for the remembrance of me."

Now gathered at your table, O God of all creation, and remembering Christ, crucified
and risen, who was and is and is to come, we offer to you our gifts of bread and wine,
and ourselves, a living sacrifice. Pour out your Spirit upon these gifts that they may
be the Body and Blood of Christ. Breathe your Spirit over the whole earth and make
us your new creation, the Body of Christ given for the world you have made.

In the fullness of time bring us, with ( and) all your saints, from every tribe
and language and people and nation to feast at the banquet prepared from the
foundation of the world. Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of
the Holy Spirit, to you be honor, glory, and praise, for ever and ever. AMEN.

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The Fraction or Breaking of the Bread

This setting is not used in Lent.
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The Celebrant says
The Gifts of God for the People of God.

The ministers receive the Sacrament, and then immediately deliver it to the people.

The Bread and the Cup are given to the communicants with these words

The Body (Blood) of our Lord Jesus Christ keep you in everlasting life. [Amen.]

Gentle Guidance for Communion:

Ushers will direct you forward at the appropriate time. All who seek God and
a deeper life in Christ are welcome to receive Holy Eucharist here at Trinity.

To receive the bread, extend hands, palm over palm. If gluten-free is needed,
notify the priest as you come forward to receive. Prefer a blessing? Cross your
arms over your chest as you approach the priest.

The wine is offered as a common cup (no intinction or dipping for the health and
safety of all). Bread alone is sufficient. “All may, some will, none must.”

To receive wine, guide the chalice to your lips. To abstain from the common cup,

you may approach the chalice bearer, cross your arms over your chest and hear
the words of distribution OR you may proceed directly to your seat after receiving

the bread.
