MURDER IN SLAVUTA: HOW A YOUNG LITHUANIAN JEWISH WOMAN PUT THE  

HASIDIM OUT OF BUSINESS  

Devorah Romm was barely thirty years old when her husband suddenly passed away, 

leaving her at the helm of a struggling printing company embroiled in controversy: heir to 

a decades-old conflict with the Hasidic publishers of Slavuta replete with accusations of 

murder, arson, and betrayal, fighting with her husband's younger brothers for control of 

the company, and forced to deal with aggressive and corrupt Russian government 

officials. With steely resolve and brilliant business insight, she navigated through these 

challenges with grace and power, ultimately establishing the Widow and Brothers Romm 

as one of the most influential Orthodox Jewish businesses in the modern era.
