Incident Mitigation to Texas
Firefighters

Firefighters and emergency responders from across the Lone Star State
gathered this past September 26-27, 2022, in Aggieland to attend propane
emergency response training hosted and sponsored by the Propane Council
of Texas (ProCOT). After a two-year hiatus, ProCOT returned to hold a
two-day Propane Emergencies Training at the TEEX ESTT Brayton Train-
ing Field in College Station, Texas, where nearly 90 attended, a mixture of
propane industry and emergency responders, including rural volunteer fire

departments, hazmat roadside response, and city fire departments.

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“Propane is becoming increasingly prevalent in our communi-

ties across Texas, no longer just a vital energy for rural homes and
farms. You can now see propane has backup power at cell tow-
ers, the oil field, back up to Texas grid, and at every convenience
store,” states Propane Emergencies instructor Mark Holloway.
We must be able to educate these emergency responders on
propane. Communities of all sizes and all ages, with the young-
est being 14 years old, attended the emergency response training,
“The TEEX facility is the world’s largest fire training facility
and gives firefighters and emergency responders the ability to
enhance their skills in actual real-life situations that could be en-
countered within their home fire districts. Perfect practice makes
perfect! Unfortunately, you cannot simulate real fire conditions in
a field or parking lot in your home district. It takes real fire to tru-
ly hone your skills and prepare yourself for actual events. TEEX
provides the tools for students to gain confidence in a controlled
out-of-control situation,” said Christopher Wagner, AmeriGas.
This was Wagner's first year instructing the Texas Propane
Emergencies class, but he is no stranger to the Texas facility, teach-
ing the state’s large July Municipal School this past summer. Not
only is he the Director of Compliance and Regulatory Affairs for
AmeriGas, one of the largest retailers in the country, but he also
has 36 years under his belt as a firefighter and is a former assistant
fire chief and currently still serves as a volunteer firefighter and fire

instructor in his home state of
Pennsylvania.

“On the first day, we teach
basic product principles and
characteristics. Then we take
them to the field, showing the
difference between vapor and
liquid releases. We show how
wind affected the release and
how much water it takes to
actually mitigate release,” said
Mark Holloway, former Fire
Chief and current Director of
Supply Chain Operations for
AmeriQGas.

The exercises are not only to
teach them mitigation but also
to get them more comfortable
with the product and inci-
dents that may occur involving
the product.

“We use education to co-
ordinate the correct response.
You don't want to have to shut
down highways and evacuate
hospitals if things can be man-
aged, and the flip side of that
is you don't want to do not
enough if more mitigation is
needed,” explains Holloway.

“By providing a monitored
safe environment in which a
student can actually interact
with Hazardous Materials,
learn how it will react to varying conditions, and strategically
build on the students respect and confidence, they leave better
equipped to handle potential incidents in their home communi-
ties while understanding their limitations,” Wagner said.

On top of training at a world-renowned training facility, the
Propane Council of Texas is once again privileged to host instruc-
tors with both emergency response and propane backgrounds.
Having instructors who have served in the fire service 30+ years
and currently work in the propane industry is a plus.

“Great training. The amount of experience of the instructors
was impressive,” said Tracy Wells, Gas Equipment Company.

The class was not just designed for a learning experience for
firefighers. "As with any job complacency is bred from familiarity.
The more industry interacts with propane successfully, the less
likely they are to consider it a hazardous material. When we deal
with small leaks, release product intentionally during container
filling, purge excess product from liquid or vapor piping, and /
or vapor purge containers, we build confidence in handing our
product. Fortunately, propane is very safe when handled properly
and is highly unlikely to result in a fire or explosion, but they can
happen,” said Wagner when asked why it is important for pro-
pane industry to attend.

“This training level-sets our industry and reminds our people
of the risks associated with an incident. It outlines clear delin-
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eation between when the industry can and should handle and
what should be left to the professionals. It is our hope that
through the education of our industry personnel in emergen-
cy response, they will not become emergency responders, but
instead skilled support personnei who can reliably assist our
emergency response community should an unfortunate inci-
dent occur,” Wagner said.

New Training Prop Debuted

After 34 years in the fire service, a passion project came to frui-
tion this past September when Mark Hoﬂoway of AmeriGas,
ProCOT's lead Propane Emergencies instructor, got to debut a
new training prop,a Working walk-in transport trailer. The trailer
is equipped with modern day safety features and has Working hy—
draulics, pump, piping and valves, as well as the safety gate system
and product release intervention component (BASE unit). The
trailer has working roll—stabiiity, as well as anti-lock braking, It
will have LPG hoses to demonstrate additionally.

“Open the door. Open their minds. They go inside the trailer
and get to walk through the vessel. The prop provides something
they can touch and see, and it makes the training memorable,’

Holloway said.

Building Relationshlps With Fire Departments

The training was not only meant for emergency responders,
but also the propane industry. The class is designed as a rela-
tionship builder between fire service and the propane industry.
One thing reiterated throughout the two-day training was not
to wait until an incident occurs to develop a relationship with
the local reSPOnding ﬁre departnlent. AS one inStruCtOr Stated,
“3 a.m. and standing on the side of the highway next to an

overturned bobrtail is not the time for your first introduction

to the fire department!"

Developing a positive relationship with your local emergen-
cy responders is extremely easy, but it takes a little planning
First, you must determine which department has jurisdiction
for the response. Some municipalities do not allow their city
departments to travel outside the city limits, while others al-
low a response within a designated area. You may need to de-
velop a working relationship with multiple fire departments if
you have multiple bulk storages.

The one source of information as to which fire departments
respond to a specific area is the County Emergency Manage-
ment Coordinator. This person is usually officed within the
County Judges' organization and can tell you which fire de-
partment will respond to a specific area. Most counties have
developed response maps for areas within their county. Some
counties have designated a particular fire department as the
hazardous materials response unit for the entire county. The

Emergency Management Coordinator will have all this in-
formation.

Once you have determined the responding fire department,
you should meet with the fire chief and arrange for a walk-
through inspection of your facility or trucks. You can take this
opportunity to show them the remote shut-down capabilities
of your storage or your trucks, the various safety features such
as internal valves, excess flow valves, and self—closing spring-
actuated relief valves. You can point out avenues of approach
and where to set up their trucks.

Many fire departments have mutual aid agreements with
neighboring departments, and a specific type of call will auto-
matically trigger a mutual aid alert. Find out if this is the case
for a call at your facility and, if so, invite the responding neigh-
boring departments to your training,

80% of all fire departments in Texas are volunteers. Both vol-
unteer and paid departments are trained to a specific level of
competency. Both groups are certified but by different certifica-
tion agencies. Both groups require continuing education. Paid
departments usually can schedule their training during normal
work hours but remember that they plan 2 or 3 shifts a day, so
you may need to repeat the training over several days. Volun-
teer departments usually perform their training on weeknights.
To ensure a good turnout for your training, you may consider
providing dinner.

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New Propane Emergencies
OnDemand Training Series Goes Live

The Propane Education & Research
Council (PERC) and the International
Association of Fire Chiefs (IAFC) have
been working together for years to update
one of the propane industry’s most success-
ful safety programs, Propane Emergencies.

“The International Association of Fire
Chiefs (IAFC) has been committed to
establishing strong partnerships between
first responders and various industries to
ensure that safe, effective operations oc-
cur on all emergency incidents. As part of
this commitment, members of the IAFC
Hazardous Materials Committee and
IAFC Fire and Life Safety Section have
partnered with the Propane Education
Research Council (PERC) to establish
a committee to build a certification pro-
gram for propane response. In addition,
many incidents have occurred involving
first responders and the propane industry
that have stressed the need for respond-
ers and industry specialists to appropri-

ately communicate with each other on the
scene and understand each other’s needs,’
said the International Association Fire
Chiefs in a recent article on their partner-
ship with PERC.

The updated version will add a certifi-

cation that allows the program to be an

accredited part of required hazmat train-
ing for first responders at the awareness,
operations and technician levels.

Last updated in 2012, the revised 2022-
2023 program, which will launch in phas—
es, uses new online modules to ensure
that first responders and propane indus-
try members have learned the necessary
skills to respond to and work together on
properly mitigating propane incidents.

“Our longstanding relationship with
the IAFC has led to this update of the
very successful Propane Emergencies cut-
riculum that will address new technol-
ogy and applications,” noted Eric Kuster,
PERC'’s senior vice president of safety,

education and compliance.

“A positive relationship between in-
dustry and first responders is critical
during any type of propane emergency.
Access to the same training programs
by propane professionals and respond-
ers will continue to improve that rela-
tionship and hone insight and skills for
anyone who is involved with these types
of events,” said Christopher Wagner,
Chair of the Safety & Technical Train-
ing Working Group of the PERC Advi-
sory Committee and 36-year fire service
veteran.

Two of the three parts to the program
are online courses: Propane Awareness
for Specialty Employees and Propane Op-
erations for Specialty Employees. The third
part of the program is the instructor led
in-person training,

The first of the updated three-part
Propane Emergencies series, Propane
Awareness Program, is now available
in The PERC Online Learning Center
OnDemand on propane.com, as well as in
the IAFC Academy the IAFC's training
portal at https://www.iafcacademy.org/.
The first module is 2.5 hours.

The course provides foundational
knowledge to recognize fundamental
propane characteristics, risks, regula-
tions, safety and indications of potential
propane-related emergencies. It also pre-
pares individuals who are likely to wit-
ness or discover a propane release to ini-
tiate the appropriate emergency response
sequence based on their training and no-
tify the proper authorities of the release.

Propane Awareness online module include:

+ Lesson 1: Introduction & Lesson
1: Physical Properties, Benefits, and
Risks of Propane

+ Lesson 2: Introduction to Propane
Regulations and Standards

+ Lesson 3: Propane Containers

A study guide is also available to down-
load to use while you are taking the course.

“The new curriculum will be much
more succinct. The intent is to teach
what is important for an emergency re-
sponder and not regurgitate large por-
tions of CETP that are unnecessary for
the average emergency responder. The
program will also dive much deeper in
some of the known areas of FD weakness,
such as air monitoring, vapor dispersion,
etc. The new program will be set up in a
staged approach utilizing baseline curric-
ulum that will be available through LMS
based learning and in person instruction
focused on Awareness, Defensive and Of-
fensive certifications. In addition to this
there will be specific training modules
geared towards industry and how indus-
try can support emergency setrvices in an
incident,” Wagner said.

PERC will continue to launch addi-
tional components of the training in the
coming months with the full program to
be live by early 2023.

Once fully rolled out, the training will
be followed by an eight-hour, instructor-
led classroom session for firefighters to
put into practice what was learned. There
will be handouts, tests, worksheets and
other resources, but likely it will not be
contained in a book format as it is today.

At the completion of both online train-
ing and the instructor led training, fire-
fighter students will be eligible to test us-
ing the online testing center certified by
IAFC as part of the program meeting the
Pro Board requirements for certification.
ProBoard is national accreditation pro-
gram used by firefighters.

“This process will ensure that first re-
sponder and industry specialists have
learned the necessary skills to respond
and work together on mitigating a pro-
pane incident properly,” said the IAFC in
the article about their partnership with
PERC.

“No one plans to have an incident,
but when one does happen, emergency
responders will be better equipped to
handle the incident in partnership with
industry,” Wagner said.

In addition to partnering with PERC
to release the Propane Emergencies on-
line training series, the IAFC is produc-
ing monthly articles to their members on
propane emergency response topics.

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Plano Unveils New Fire Training
Facility Using Clean Burning Propane

This fall, Plano, a city of nearly 300,000
residents and part of the Dallas metro-
plex, unveiled its new state-of-the-art $15
million Plano Fire-Rescue training facil-
ity. “The new facility allows firefighters to
mimic real emergencies, rescue operations,
and buildings found in the city,” a recent
Community Impact News article stated.

The facility uses propane for its burn
props for their live fire training. They cur-
rently have three different large props: a
two-story home, a six-story high rise, and
a multi-family apartment.

Within those structures, they can prac-
tice different scenarios like kitchen fires,
bed fires, a car fire in a garage, or even
use the car as a stand-alone prop with a
remote-controlled car fire, all simulated
with propane.

“The biggest reason we chose propane
is that it is much cleaner, burns more
cleanly, and you do not have the meth-

ane issue that you get when using natural
gas. That is one of the most important
things, the clean burn. When you are
training guys all day, propane is repeat-
able, and you are not exposing our mem-
bers to carcinogens over and over all day,”
said Andy Lane with the Plano Fire Res-
cue Training Center.

Live-fire training facilities are either
designated as Class A or Class B by the
National Fire Protection Association
(NFPA). Class A is highly regulated
and uses ordinary materials like particle
board, hay, and other materials for the
burns. It releases a lot of smoke.

Since propane burns more cleanly, the
training facility will use theatrical vapor
smoke to try to mimic the smoke from
real fire situations, .

Not only did propane help them meet
their Class B facility requirements, but
the Plano-Fire Rescue Training Center
went with Class B for environmental re-
spect to neighbors and homes, according
to Lane.

Environmentally friendly was not the
only reason propane was chosen to fuel
the training props. Lane, a former hazmat
technician, said, “Propane hands down

was at the top at checking all the boxes
from a safety perspective.’

Now, 300 Plano fire personnel will re-
ceive multiple live fire training throughout
the year, as well as the new recruit classes
that start in 2023.

Additionally, Plano Fire-Rescue is ap-
proved for additional props in 2023 and
will gradually add a prop here and there

and phase in more props in the future.

The ERG ctells first responders
how to quickly identify a hazard-
ous material, its health and safety
risks, and what action they should
take at an incident.

“To increase the likelihood that
emergency response information
will be available to first respond-
ers at the scene of a hazardous
materials incident, the Hazard-
ous Materials Regulations require
that emergency response informa-
tion accompany most shipments
of hazardous materials, writes
Truckinginfo.com in an online
article, the Purpose of the Emer-
gency Response Guidebook.

Those in the propane industry
use it to meet the requirements of

49 CFR 172.602 of the Hazard-

ous Material Regulations (HMR), 2

and we carry them in our glove
compartments of our bobtails and
transports.

“Carriers that transport hazard-
ous materials must maintain the emer-
gency response information the same as
they do shipping papers. The emergency
response information must be readily
available to, and recognizable by, authori-
ties in the event of an incident or inspec-
tion. Although not the original intended
use for the ERG, keeping an ERG with
the hazmat shipping papers is an easy way
to comply with the emergency response
information requirements in the Hazard-
ous Materials Regulations,” Truckinginfo.
com goes to say in its online article, the
Purpose of the Emergency Response
Guidebook.

The ERG is so widely recognized and
used that the Propane Council of Texas

uses it as part of their Propane Emer-
gencies on where to find critical propane
emergency response information and how
to use the guide in generai.

FOI‘ thOSC WhO ClO not know hOW to

use the guid.e, one of the first pages in the
book is a quick reference flowchart help—
ing emergency responders to navigate the
guide that contains hundreds of hazard-
ous materials in it.

The ERG is divided into six color-cod-
ed sections (white, yeﬂow, blue, orange,
green, and another white section).

The first section of the ERG, the initial
White Pages include:

+ How to use the guidebook

+ General guidance for responding to

any hazardous material incident

+ Rudimentary information on the

hazard classification system and the
correlating placards and labels
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EMERGENCY RESPONSE

The Yellow Section lists products in
order of its assigned 4-digit ID number/
UN/NA number eg. 1075 for propane
and identifies the appropriate
guide number to reference in the
Orange Section.

The Blue Section list products
in alphabetical order of its name
(e.g. liquefied petroleum gas) and
also identifies the appropriate
guide number to reference in the
Orange Section.

The Orange Section are the
response guides. Propane is found
in Guide 115. Each of the guides
provides safety recommendations
and directions on how to proceed
during the initial response phase
within the first 30 minutes of the
incident. It includes information
on potential hazards, health, pro-
tective clothing, evacuation and
first aid.

The Green Section includes ini-
tial evacuation or shelter in place
distances (protective action dis-
tances) for spills of materials that
are Toxic-by-Inhalation (TIH).
Only products that are highlighted
in green in the Yellow and Blue
Sections are included in the Green
Section. Propane is not included in this
section.

The final section, the second White
Section at the back of the ERG includes:

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What is Duty to Warn? A duty to warn is
a concept that arises in the law of torts in
a number of circumstances, indicating
that a party will be held liable for injuries
caused to another, where the party had
the opportunity to warn the other of a
hazard and failed to do so.

A lawsuit by a party injured by a product,
where the manufacturer failed to
properly warn, is usually brought as a
"negligence" action.

How Can My Company Comply?

There are numerous ways that you can
provide your customers with product
warnings. This could be in the form of
monthly bill stuffers, warning labels,
safety calendars, newsletters, door
hangers, on the back of meter tickets as
well as through annual comprehensive
mailing like the Propane Council of Texas’
Duty to Warn Safety Mailing Program.

About the Texas Duty to Warn Propane
Safety Mailing Program

The Propane Council of Texas’ Duty to
Warn Safety Mailing Program is a service-
based project that uses a Texas specific
comprehensive safety brochure with
scratch n’ sniff that covers numerous
important safety topics including how to
detect propane’s odor, what to do if you smell
gas, carbon monoxide safety, lighting pilots,
appliance maintenance, running out of gas.

New Study Refutes Claims
of Indoor Air Quality
Variances in Cooking with
Electric, Gas Ranges

A newly released study refutes recent
reports that electric ranges have lower
cooking emissions than gas models.

“A conclusion that one energy source
generates more cooking emissions than
the others cannot be made,” notes the re-
port from nonprofit research and devel-
opment company GTI Energy, formerly
known as Gas Technology Institute.

GTT researchers conducted cook tests
that measured food emissions from elec-
tric, natural gas, and propane appliances.
The Propane Education & Research
Council (PERC)-funded research found
that emissions were greater from electric
range tops than from propane or natural
gas. But the reason for that, researchers
believe, is the greater temperature vari-
ance of the electrically heated pan rather
than the fuel source itself.

Cooking, regardless of energy source
used, temporarily reduces air quality in
homes. Overall, GTT test results showed
cooking emissions were more a function
of the cooking vessel and food product
cooked than energy source.

The report also supports the critical
role that ventilation plays in protecting
indoor air quality while cooking,

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clean school buses this year following
increased demand, with school districts
from all 50 states applying for the 2022
Clean School Bus Rebates. This is the
first round of funding from the EPA
Clean School Bus Program, which Presi-
dent Biden’s Bipartisan Infrastructure
Law created with a historic $5 billion
investment for low-and zero-emission
school buses over the next five years.

In May, EPA had announced the avail-
ability of $500 million, but given over-

whelming demand from school districts
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across the country. EPA is nearly dou-
bling the amount of funding that will be
awarded to $965 million.

EPA will move swiftly to review ap-
plications submitted and expects to is-
sue a robust slate of awards next month.
EPA is also designing the next rounds of
program funding to launch in the com-
ing months, which will include an ambi-
tious grant competition. Through future
rounds of funding, EPA will make avail-
able another $1 billion for clean school
buses in Fiscal Year 2023.
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The rebate application period closed
in August with an outstanding response
from school districts seeking to purchase
electric and low-emission school buses
across the country. EPA received around
2,000 applications requesting nearly $4
billion for over 12,000 buses. More than
90 percent of buses requested were for
zero-emission electric buses. Nearly 9
percent of applications were for propane
buses and 1 percent were for compressed
natural gas (CNG) buses.

EPA is currently reviewing submitted
applications to determine eligibility and
make final selections. EPA anticipates
notifying rebate applicants of their selec-
tion status in October 2022. Once noti-
fied, selected school districts can proceed
with purchasing new buses and eligible
infrastructure.

Rebate selectees will need to submit
Payment Request Forms with purchase
orders demonstrating they have ordered
new buses and eligible infrastructure.
After the selectees submit the proper
forms, they will be eligible to receive re-
bate funds.

This is the first of several funding
opportunities for the multi-year Clean
School Bus Program.

EPA anticipates running both a grant
competition and another rebate program
in 2023. The agency encourages school
districts not selected in the first round
of rebates — and those that did not ap-
ply this funding cycle — to participate in
future rounds.

Chicago Fire, a People’s Choice nominated drama airing exclusively
on NBC and Peacock that has been on the air for ten years and is part
of the Chicago franchise, follows both the professional and personal
lives of its fictional firefighters, paramedics and rescue personnel.

While characters roll off and on with the seasons, one of the most
important, and everlasting, aspects of the show is fire (see the
show title). Because that’s what they do—respond to fire.

You won’t be surprised that the fire these characters respond to
is primarily fueled by propane at the direction of special effects
coordinator and pyrotechnic John Milinac.

“Whether interior or exterior, in consultation with its art depart-
ment, “Chicago Fire’s” flames are directed like a conductor leading
an orchestra: where are they needed, what is the duration of the

burn, to what degree will the material used burn? ,” states Variety
in a recent article about the show.

“When we bring fires into that environment, with our propane fire
bars in various places, everybody in there understands that the
fire is controlled and nothing else can burn in that space, except
for what we have decided can burn,” said Milinac in an article
on Cheatsheet.com. “So when we say ‘fire out,” and turn off our
propane valves, the fire literally does go out.”

In the Variety article, Milinac provided an example of a living room
set where three of the four walls were on fire, along with fireballs
coming out of a vent. That steel-studded set included hidden fire
pipes behind drywall that allowed his team “a mechanical way of
controlling flame like a barbecue and its gas line.”

“Those operators are controlling a manifold of every single flame,
whether it is three or 25 fires, with numbers assigned to every pipe
and with everyone—director, camera, DPs—agreeing on what are the
perfect levels of value for each pipe and height for each flame" the
Variety article goes on to report.
