HISTORY OF ICIC

In the early 80’s, about 15 Cambodian Muslim
families, also known as Cham, settled in Santa
Ana. These group of family escaped the genocide
in Cambodia and uppon arrival in The United
States, established our first Musallah. This Masjid
was a rented-one-bed-room apartment and
founded the Indo-Chinese Muslim Refugee Asso-
ciation to maintain our religious and cultural
identity.

Current Santa Ana Masjid

Under this organization, we gathered our com-
patriots and co-religionists from the Indo-Chinese
who settled in other parts of America to Santa Ana.

In 1988, we purchased a two bed room apartment
in the area and converted it into a small Masjid.
Then to accommodate the growing community in
1993, we purchased another unit adjacent and ex-
panded our prayer hall. As of today, the community
has grown to an extent of 180 families.

Urgent Appeal

Assalamu Alaykum wa Rahmatullah wa Barakatuh
Dear Respected Brothers and Sisters in Islam,

Establish the worship center is essential in build-
ing the community.

For the Cham Muslims, an ethnic minority, who
escaped the war in Indo-China in the 1980’s and
migrated to the US has been a long journey. For
over 25 years, we have been using two condomin-
ium units inside one building as a place of worship.
Due to the lack of a large, permanent facility, we
have not been able to fully utilize our current
center for social and religious activities.

Alhamdulillah, we are in the process of pur-
chasing a commercial building located at 1610
East First Street, Santa Ana, CA, with 4,837 SF,
and a lot size of 50,000 SF (1.3 AC) for our new
Center. The purchase price is $2.65 million. Within
our community, we were able to come up with $1
million for the initial payment, and we ask for your
support in raising the remaining $1.65 million to
pay off the balance.

Besides establishing a worship and center for spir-
itual purification and inner strength, this building

will be a Center for:

¢ After school activities such as tutoring, sports
for kids and youth

¢ Islamic weekend school and educational
lectures

¢ Food bank services and feeding the homeless

¢ Interfaith activities and community outreach
programs

We humbly ask for your support to make this
vision possible. Together, we can bring the
story of Islam into the narrative of the American
dream.

We pray to Allah (swt) to bless your kindness
and generosity, bless you and your family in
this life and the Life to come.
