Covid Policies

Discipline Policy
It is important to remind your children that their teachers are volunteers!  They are giving up their free time to teach them.  They should be respectful of themselves, their teachers and their classmates at all times. 

If a child is disrupting class, he/she will receive two warnings in class.  If a third warning is necessary, the child will be removed from class.  
· They will fill out a reflection sheet explaining why they were sent out and how they can improve their behavior.  
· They will complete the remainder of the lesson in the hall apart from their class.
· A copy of the reflection sheet will be sent home for a parent to sign.  
The second time the child is removed from class, the above procedure will be followed and the parent will be called immediately to pick up the child. A conference will be scheduled with the parent, student, teachers, and director. 
The third time the child is removed from class, the above procedures will be followed and their parent will have to attend any classes or events with them. 
Arrival Procedures

Grades 1 – 4 (Saturday mornings) drop off at the church hall will begin at 8:50.  Please park in the back parking lot and bring your child/children to their teachers. Teachers will be holding a sign with the grade level.  Once you have dropped off your child, please exit the parking lot carefully.  If you arrive late and we are no longer outside, park and walk your child into their class.  

Grades 5 – 8 and RCIC (Monday evenings) drop off at the church hall will begin at 6:20. Please pull into the front parking lot and once there are 2 teachers holding the door open, you may drop off your child and leave.   
Grade 9 -10 (Sunday evenings) drop off at the church will begin at 6:20. Please pull into the front parking lot and once there are 2 teachers holding the door open, you may drop off your child and leave.   Grade 9 students go to the hall and grade 10 students go upstairs to the church.  
Dismissal Procedures
Grades 1 – 4 (Saturday mornings) Students will be dismissed one class at a time in the back parking lot (the front lot cannot be used in case of a funeral beginning at 10am).  Please drive very cautiously and park in the back parking lot.  Go to your child’s teacher and sign them out.  

Grade 5 and RCIC - Students will be dismissed in the back parking lot.  Please drive very cautiously and park in the back parking lot.  Go to your child’s teacher and sign them out.  

Grades 6 – 8 Students will be dismissed to the front parking lot.  Please stay in your cars and wait for your child to come to you. Please enter and exit using extreme caution.  

Grade 9 – Students will be dismissed to the back parking lot.  Please stay in your cars and wait for your child to come to you. Please enter and exit using extreme caution.
