Guests who are unable to sit on bleacher seats will have the
opportunity to view the ceremony via livestream in the Wentz
Concert Hall (171 E. Chicago Ave.). Tickets will also be required
for this location.

COMMENCEMENT TICKETS

Each graduate will receive four (4) tickets unique to their
respective ceremony date and time. In accordance with College
safety protocols and seating constraints, Commencement
tickets are not transferable—graduates may not have more
than four guests in attendance at Benedetti-Wehrli Stadium.
For guests unable to attend the in-person event, the ceremony
will be available for viewing via livestream on the College’s
website. Tickets will be available for pickup during the week of
Commencement. A North Central student ID will be required for
ticket pickup. By the end of April, graduates will receive an email
notification providing dates and times for ticket pickup.
