BENEFITS OF LIVING ON CAMPUS		

SAFETY: 
Living on campus provides you with a sense of security as 
you will be living among your peers, and have security 
available 24/7. There will also be a full-time University 
administrator living on campus for emergencies. 		

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE: 
In order to make living on campus affordable, the University 
will offer each student living on campus a residence grant. 
This grant will be awarded each year the student lives on 
campus and is valued at $8000 over 4 years. 

HOLIDAY HOUSING:	  
During holiday periods where the University is closed, students 
may live on campus at NO cost (upon request and approval).

FREE LAUNDRY:	  
Students may use the laundry facilities for FREE. 		

FREE PARKING:	  
Students may park their car on campus for FREE.

FREE SHUTTLE: 
Residence students are offered free transportation  
via University vans to the mall and nearby towns for 
day excursions.

BUS TRANSPORTATION: 
Caldwell University has a bus stop in front of campus. The 
bus has connecting routes and easy accessibility to trains 
leading into New York City.
