Encountering Torah one verse at a time
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Justice, justice shall you pursue, that you may thrive and occupy the land that the LORD

your God is giving you.
Devarim 16:20

Given the events of the past six months, it was easy to choose this week’s verse. Discussions of justice - what it is, how it is
to be achieved, when and how it is being denied - have been headline news. The first half of this verse has appeared on
banners, on t-shirts, on coffee cups - and the word is that Justice Ruth Bader Ginsberg has it prominently displayed in her
offices.

Biblical Hebrew doesn’t often repeat itself, so the restatement of the word zzedek draws our attention. Translated here as
‘justice,” it is actually not an easy word to define, and nor is its derivation, fzedakah, which is so often translated as
“charity.” As Rabbi Jonathan Sacks wrote:

“Tzedek/tzedakah is almost impossible to translate, because of its many shadings of meaning: justice, charity, righteousness,
integrity, equity, fairness and innocence. It certainly means more than strictly legal justice, for which the Bible uses words
like mishpat and din.”

| came across something of the same idea recently, when reading an essay by Mychal Denzel Smith:

“Justice...cannot be punishment or retribution for harm caused, Justice is not revenge. Rather, justice is a proactive
commitment to providing each person with the material and social conditions in which they can both survive and thrive as
a human being. This is not an easy thing to establish, as it requires all of us to buy into the idea that we must take
responsibility for each other. But it is the only form of a just world.”

So, implicit within the word tzedek is a sense of rightness. If we take that idea and plug it back into the fact that the
Hebrew repeats itself, we arrive at the conclusion that fzedek is not only an outcome but also a process. It is not enough
only to do the right thing or get to the right conclusion; rather, the right thing must be done in the right way.

This gives us a principle that can be applied to every dimension of the struggle to achieve justice, in the public

sphere. When we raise our voices to demand change and accountability we have to do so in a spirit of tzedek - with
passion and with integrity. Only then can true, lasting justice be achieved.
