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If you wanted to find an experiential example of an apocalypse, you would be
hard-pressed to find one more total than what North America’s Indigenous
civilization confronted for more than four hundred years. If apocalypse means
cataclysmic destruction, my ancestors went through it. But they did not all die.
They did not become victims of genocide. They did not disappear. They survived.
Even if only as a remnant of what once had been, they came through the
nightmare to live another day.
