We are so pleased able to accept registrations for the 2023 Silk Study Tour to Japan!

Due to the past three years of the COVID-19 pandemic and continuing health
concerns, we have added several new requirements as the best precautions we can
take towards a safe and healthy trip, both for the participants and for the hosts and
artisans we will visit.

Even though Japan has relaxed its Visa requirements and is now allowing foreign
tourists, we want to be the most courteous and caring visitors possible. We are
ambassadors of the arts and we want to be welcomed back in the years to come.

As such, it will be required that we mask in all public settings. This is common in
Japan. In fact, the government has approved that hotels may refuse service to non-
masking customers. While in Japan, we will be part of their community.

| will also ask you to each bring four COVID-19 rapid tests with you and we will ask for
them to be taken from time to time to insure the health of the group.

All participants will be asked to provide COVID-19 vaccination certificate (3 doses)
when signing up and again prior to departing (in case a fourth dose is required and
available in May 2023). It is recommended that one of the doses be one that also
targets the two Omicron variants (BA.4/BA.5).

We will follow the Visit Japan Fast Track website protocol for entering the country. It
should help us conform to their policy at the time of travel and speed us along!

Be prepared for your plans to change

No travel is risk-free during COVID-19. Countries may further restrict travel or bring in
new rules at short notice, for example due to a new COVID-19 variant. Stay up to date
with current notices.

If you test positive for COVID-19, you may need to stay where you are until you test
negative. You may also need to seek treatment there.

Plan ahead and make sure you:

. understand what your insurance will cover
. can make arrangements to extend your stay and be away for longer than planned
