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KEEP A “FAITH BASKET”

A small basket with:

- A small child-sized Bible

- A small object from nature

- A prayer card

- Easy, accessible, not overwhelming

CREATE A SIMPLE PRAYER TABLE

A small, consistent place in the home.
Include:

- A cloth (green for Ordinary Time)

- A candle

- A Bible

- A simple object (plant, stone, icon, etc.)

“This is a place we can come to be quiet with God.

KEEP PRAYER VERY SIMPLE

Short, repeatable prayers:

- Before meals

- Before bed

- When gathering together

Examples:

- “Thank you for this day”

- “‘Be with us’

-“We are grateful’
