ANTHEM 
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LESSON OF THE DAY  Galatians 5:16-26 

The lesson begins: 

Live by the Spirit, I say, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh. For 

what the flesh desires is opposed to the Spirit, and what the Spirit desires 

is opposed to the flesh; for these are opposed to each other, to prevent 

you from doing what you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are 

not subject to the law. Now the works of the flesh are obvious: 

fornication, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, 

jealousy, anger, quarrels, dissensions, factions, envy, drunkenness, 

carousing, and things like these. I am warning you, as I warned you 

before: those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. 

By contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 

generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. There is no law 

against such things. And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified 

the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us also 

be guided by the Spirit. Let us not become conceited, competing against 

one another, envying one another.

He ordered them to 

take nothing for their journey except a staff; no bread, no bag, no money 

in their belts;  but to wear sandals and not to put on two tunics.  He said 

to them, “Wherever you enter a house, stay there until you leave the 

place.  If any place will not welcome you and they refuse to hear you, as 

you leave, shake off the dust that is on your feet as a testimony against 

them.”  So they went out and proclaimed that all should repent.  They cast 

out many demons, and anointed with oil many who were sick and cured 

them.
