Immigration policy is changing fast. On Sunday, September 19th, Pathways to
Citizenship Legal Director, Morgan Principi, and the nonprofit agency’s DOJ-accredited
legal representatives will explain what these changes mean for you and your neighbors.

St. Patrick Catholic Church has invited Pathways to Citizenship to explain the
Naturalization (citizenship) process, DACA renewals, and requirements for becoming a
Lawful Permanent Resident (green card holder).

Bilingual legal representatives will be available to answer questions and help eligible
immigrants apply for U.S. citizenship,* as well as discuss opportunities to volunteer with
Pathways as a citizenship or ESL tutor. Masks are required at this free event.
