Think you know the Chanukah 

story? Think again.    

      O Brother Where Art Thou?!  
As the Parsha opens, the Torah tells us that of all twelve 
sons, Yosef, Rachel's son, is Yaakov's favorite. That's 
only one reason why the ten sons of Leah, Bilha and 
Zilpa don't like Yosef that much. The number one reason 
is that Yosef is a tattle-tale! It’s important to remember 
that all ten brothers are in fact tzadikim (righteous 
people). But tzadikim are judged more harshly than 
others, and Yosef has a bad habit of playing both judge 
and jury. He waits in the bushes for his brothers to make 
a slip, and then, instead of gently correcting them, he 
runs to his father and tattles on them.  
 
The brothers turn into a bunch of nervous wrecks! After 
all, look how Avraham kicked Yishmael out of the house 
for Yitzchak's sake. Everyone knows that Yosef is the 
first-born of Rachel, the favorite wife. Maybe Yaakov will 
kick them out too?! It doesn't help when Yaakov makes 
Yosef a real cool long-sleeved silk coat of many colors. 
Now Yosef struts around in his new duds advertising 
that he's the favorite. The brothers end up selling Yosef, 
but soon after are overrun with guilt. For years they look 
after Yosef, but with no luck. The brothers, as righteous 
men, should have known better, and ultimately spent 
years living in regret. Had they been wicked, they would 
have been happy to be rid of Yosef, and not remorseful.  
 

 

        DID YOU KNOW…??? 
Did you know that none of the five Maccabee brothers died 

a natural death? While their father, Matisyahu, died an old 

man of natural causes his sons did not. Eliezer and Judah 

were killed in battle- the former being crushed by an 

elephant and Judah martyring himself. Yochanan was 

betrayed and assassinated by an Arab tribe (later 

decimated by his remaining brothers). Yonatan was 

deceived by a Greek general and killed in captivity, and 

Shimon was assassinated by his own son-in-law.
