Because this date is scheduled as a
C-Day Special Schedule on the
calendar (rather than an A-Day or B-
day), VCHS is not using the Distance
Learning schedule located in the
Student Handbook. If VCHS needs to
move to Distance Learning due to
local health regulations, local air
quality, efc. on a date listed as an A-
Day or B-Day on the school
calendar, VCHS will use the Distance
Learning schedule that is published.

To be marked present for the day, students should login to their academic teachers’ Zoom
rooms and comment “Present” in the chat. Students who choose to review at home
independently rather than joining their teacher's Zoom for extended review will not be
penalized, and any structured review will be recorded and posted by the end of the school day
so students who do not join class via Zoom can review on their own schedules. Absences on May

26 will not be tallied in a student’s 2022-23 attendance.
