TUITION & REGISTRATION:   You are guaranteed 32 weeks of classes.  Payment   Install-

ments are done by automatic withdrawal with Visa/MC and are done on the 1st business 

day of the month in a total of 9 equal installments. Two installment payments are due by 

September 1st, the first when you register and the other will be automatically be charged 

on September 1st.  If a credit card is not on file, tuition is an additional $5 per month.  De-

cember is costume payment only.  A late fee of $25 will be  assessed on the 15th of each 

month for accounts with outstanding balances.   THERE ARE NO   REFUNDS ON TUITION OR 

COSTUMES. 

CARE OF STUDENTS:  Children 7 and under must have parental supervision in the building 

at all times. 

WAIVER & RELEASE:  Parents, legal guardians of minors & adult students waive the right to 

legal action for injury sustained on studio property.
