❏ Limit exposure to extreme cold/wind – avoid hypothermia

In a winter storm warning, consider voluntary evacuation if you
• Live alone and have a disability or chronic illness

• Have insufficient heating

• Use electrically-powered lifesaving equipment and have no generator

• Caregiver assistance

• Service animals

• Timing

• Packing

• Transportation and driver

• Destination and route

• Will pets be accepted

✔Water:  One gallon of water per person per day for at least three days

✔ Food:  At least a three-day supply of non-perishable food (include pets)

✔ Baby formula and diapers, if applicable

✔ Battery-powered or hand-crank radio with extra batteries

✔ Cell phone with charger, power bank

✔ Flashlight or headlamp with extra batteries per person

✔ Family First Aid Kit 

✔ Prescription Medicine and medical devices (glasses, hearing aids, etc)

✔ Personal hygiene items, moist towelettes, garbage bags

✔ Photo identification; Important family documents in waterproof bag

✔Whistle to signal for help

✔ Manual can opener for canned food

✔ Extra blankets

✔Wrench or pliers to turn off utilities, if required

✔ Cash or Travelers Checks

• Winterize your vehicle before the first snow storm 

• Keep your gas tank at least half full

• Every vehicle should have an emergency supply kit  

• Check kits every six months, replace expired items

Vehicle Emergency Kit



• Check the forecast before traveling. In a winter weather warning, avoid any travel.

• Clear your vehicle windows and roof before leaving.

• Stay alert. Keep a close eye on road conditions, which can change rapidly. 

• Drive slower than normal and leave more room between you and surrounding vehicles. 

• Do not use cruise control, brake quickly, or make sharp turns. 

• Don’t crowd the plow. The road behind an active plow is safer to drive on. 

• Always wear your seatbelt and ensure everyone in your vehicle does the same.       

Make sure young children are in car seats.

• Winter driving is already dangerous. Don’t text or make phone calls, speed, or drive 

under the influence of drugs or alcohol. 

• In an accident, pull your vehicle off the road and use hazard flashers, flares, or reflectors 

to warn other drivers. Dial 911, and wait for the police to arrive.

Winter Pet Preparedness

• Bring your pets inside in winter storms or temps below 32F

• Per County Code, during Severe Weather Emergencies and Alerts, the County will 
issue a Severe Weather Animal Alert when temperatures reach 32 degrees.  Any dog 
left unattended outside must have:

• A dog house, with no interior metal surfaces, that protects the animal against 
wind, snow, and cold that is raised at least 2 inches off the ground;

• Dry bedding or resting board inside the dog house; and

• Fresh, clean, and drinkable non-frozen water at all times in a non-tip bowl

• Salt and chemicals used to melt ice/snow can irritate a pet’s paws and mouth

• Antifreeze is a deadly poison

Use flashlights (or battery powered lanterns) with extra batteries

Charge cell phones and a radio with rechargeable batteries

Refrigerators/freezers at maximum cold; keep doors closed 

Plan ahead for electrically-powered medical equipment

Never burn charcoal, use gasoline machinery, or propane-powered stoves your home

 Confirm that you and family members are safe

 Don’t travel unless absolutely necessary

 Use extreme caution on icy sidewalks/driveways

 Check on neighbors, especially older adults

 Check for downed trees, treat downed power lines as energized

 Assess property damage. Take photos for insurance claim

 If you suspect structural damage, find shelter elsewhere

 If power has been down, check refrigerated food for spoilage – if in doubt, throw it out!

 Do not shovel snow if you have a chronic illness.  Take frequent breaks.

 Know how to safely use chain saws for downed trees

 Park in your driveway, keep the curb clear for snow plows

 Expect to be self-sufficient for up to 3 days
