Dear Friends,

A few days ago, the news of Pope Francis' endorsement of civil un-
ions for same-sex couples in the new documentary "Francesco" took
the Catholic world by storm. Some Catholics have applauded the
remarks as a major step forward in the church's pastoral attitude to-
ward LGBT people while others have decried it as a break with offi-
cial church teaching and a tacit approval of sexual immorality. This
is definitely an historic moment in the church, and I don’t know what the ramifica-
tions of Pope Francis’ opinion with regard to civil unions will hold for the future of
the Church and its teachings. I don’t want to add anything more than what is out
there right now.

While he was the Cardinal of Buenos Aires, Pope Francis had categorically opposed
efforts to engrave same-sex marriage in law. And he still does. Cardinal O’Malley
stated that the Pope’s remarks on civil unions is not an endorsement of homosexual
activity. O’Malley said in a statement that while “many people are anxious for the
Church to change its position on marriage and family,” the pope’s comments do not
represent a groundbreaking shift in the church’s teachings. “Pope Francis strongly
and consistently teaches that marriage is between a man and woman for a lifetime
and that this is God’s plan for having and raising children,” O’Malley said. “Just as
the Church does not campaign against civil laws that allow for common-law mar-
riage or second marriages that are not sacramental, even though such arrangements
can be in violation of the laws of the Church, the Holy Father recognizes that in civil
society there can be cogent reasons to enact such laws providing for civil unions
which are not the same as the institution of marriage.”

In a book first published in 2010, Pope Francis — then Cardinal Jorge Mario Ber-
goglio — made some of his first widely circulated public comments on same-sex
marriage, saying that he opposed it, along with the right of same-sex couples to
adopt children. “Every person needs a male father and a female mother that can help
them shape their identity,” he wrote. He pushed back against the Argentine govern-
ment in its efforts to legalize same-sex marriage. “Let’s not be naive. This isn’t a
simple political fight, it’s an attempt to destroy God’s plan.”

While a number of bishops have taken exception to remarks of Pope Francis, other
prelates have opined that they are waiting for further clarification from the Vatican
on his comments. "The pope's statement clearly contradicts what has been a long-
standing teaching of the church about same-sex unions," Bishop Thomas J. Tobin
of Providence, Rhode Island, said in a statement. I am one of those awaiting clari-
ty on this issue and I would ask you to pray for the Church at this crucial time.

I would also like to bring your attention to what is happening in Walnut Creek,
where parishioners from our church as well as other parishes who have been part of
40 days of Life movement, faced aggression for basically protesting abortion in a
prayerful way. Peaceful protest is a right regardless of whether people agree with it
or not. And I applaud all those who continue to uphold the cause of the unborn. “Our
defense of the innocent unborn, for example, needs to be clear, firm and passionate,
for at stake is the dignity of a human life, which is always sacred and demands love
for each person, regardless of his or her stage of development. Equally sacred, how-
ever, are the lives of the poor, the already born, the destitute, the abandoned and the
underprivileged, the vulnerable infirm and elderly exposed to covert euthanasia, the
victims of human trafficking, new forms of slavery, and every form of rejection.”
(Pope Francis, Gaudete et Exultate) Let us pray for peace!

As Covid 19 continues to spread across the nation, our community remains very cau-
tious and prudent in the way we offer our services. We will continue to hold outdoor
services as long as possible. Wi-Fi will be available in our entire parking lot soon so
that in addition to radio (FM 106.7) which has been working well, you will be able to
view the mass on your tablet or smart phone. This will be definitely beneficial during
the rainy or cold days. We priests have been praying daily for all of you that God
will protect us from Covid 19 and other hardships. Let us also pray for fair elections
and also, that we as a nation may accept whoever wins this election, and support our
leaders.
