FINANCIAL UPDATE — SIX MONTHS ENDED JUNE 30, 2022
CHRIST THE KING AND ST STEPHEN PARISH

Now that we are halfway through the year, we want to provide you with a brief update on our parish finances. In short, thanks to
your continued generosity, our parishes are financially healthy and able to support their many ministries, charitable causes in our
local communities, and contribute to needs worldwide.

Capital Investments. For Christ the King, we completed a major project to repave the parking lots. This was the last major ele-
ment on our capital project plan that we developed over 7 years ago. We are now current with all our major renovation projects
at CTK. Cost for this work came in at $580K which was within the budget estimates for this work.

Fund raising for this work is still in progress. To date we have raised around $350K from donations and pledges. If you can help,
it’s not too late to make a pledge and/or a donation to help us cover the costs of this work. No pledge or donation is too small.
There are two related property improvements that we are still evaluating. One is a new entrance to the parking lot from Gregory
Lane and the second is a pass-through from the small parking lot to the large parking lot. This work is dependent upon city ap-
proval and how our fundraising goes.

For St. Stephen, paving work is scheduled for September with a cost estimate of $210K. One other major project is needed to re-
place the HVAC system in the church and offices. We are in the process for getting quotes for this work and will share this soon.

Operations. For both Christ the King and St. Stephen Parishes, the good news is that our income is ahead of expenses, and we are
operating in the black. At CTK we have a year-to-date surplus of around $45K and St. Stephen a YTD surplus of $14K. Our fore-
casts show this level of operating margin carrying through the end of the year.

St. Vincent De Paul. With your generosity, the CTK St. Vincent De Paul ministry, during the first 6 months of 2022, has been able
to help 9 families representing 12 adults and 12 children with rental assistance. In addition, the ministry was able to serve 5,105
adults (610 of which were homeless) and 2,464 children (76 of which were homeless), providing Grocery Outlet Vouchers, Gro-
cery Bags, Homeless Bags, Clothes, Gift Cards, or Showers, depending on the client request. St Stephen’s St. Vincent de Paul min-
istry also has been very active, providing direct food assistance, food vouchers and rent assistance as well as financial collabora-
tion with other Vincentian organizations to assist those in need in our community.

Other Accomplishments.

New Web Site. Earlier this year we rolled out a newly designed web site. We hope you have looked at this site and like what
you see. The new platform is connected to our weekly email newsletter and our Realm system, so we now have one system
where we can keep our records and email addresses together.

Realm System Roll Out. We upgraded our 25-year-old Parish Data System to a modern, web enabled system called Realm. We
use this system to routinely manage our parish membership and donation records as well as student records for our Religious
Education program. Realm allows us to provide you with an online account where you can login to view and update your infor-
mation including donations, pledges, and balances. The new system also enables you to register for events and classes, update
your mailing and email address, and other data that help us in our ministries. Many thanks to those of you who have tried it out!
We’ve now had six months of experience with this system, and it is living up to expectations. We sent out invitations to those of
you with email addresses and offered you a chance to create an account. We will send out reminder invitations again soon. |
encourage you to sign-up and create an account. It would be a big help if you could look at your data and update your infor-
mation since in some cases it hasn’t been updated for many years. Of course, this is purely your choice and only needed if you
want to take advantage of this system. If you do not want to participate let us know when we send out the next email and we will
take you off the reminder list.

New On-line Giving System. With the Realm system we also have a new online giving system. We encourage you to shift to
online giving if you haven’t already. This is a convenient and secure way to donate to Christ the King or St. Stephen parish. The
system is easy to use, and our office staff is standing by to help you if you need it. Just call.

We wish to retire our old online giving system, but we need your help. Unfortunately, we are prohibited from moving your ac-
counts from the old to the new system. We have been copying your donation records from the old system to the new system
each week, so you only need to go to one system to see your donations. But we want to phase out this process as soon as we can.
Well over half of our online giving users have made the transition to the new system. If you are still using the old system, we will
be reaching out to you soon to ask for your help to move your online giving to the new system.

Finally, thank you for your continued support through your regular donations. Both CTK and St Stephen have been very careful
with their continuing operating expenses (e.g., salaries, utilities, their many ministries), and thanks to your generosity, both re-
ceived sufficient donations to cover these expenses.

On behalf of our priests, our deacon, our staff, and our many volunteers, from both Christ the King and St Stephen, thank you for
your continuing generosity, which enables us to serve the financial and spiritual needs of our parish families, our local community,
and God'’s Church worldwide.
