Dear Friends, 
 
Every human life, including unborn human life, is unique and unrepeatable, a person with inherent 
dignity and an eternal desƟny. The intenƟonal taking of any innocent human life is a grave moral 
evil, and people of faith and goodwill have an obligaƟon to protect human life and oppose all 
aƩacks against human life and dignity.  
 
In California this year, voters are faced with a choice to keep the aborƟon law in our state as it is, or 
to vote in favor of a new consƟtuƟonal amendment that would permanently expand and vastly increase aborƟons in our 
state, without doing anything to give vulnerable women a real choice. 
 

The governor and legislaƟve leaders have vowed to make California an “aborƟon sanctuary.”   
 
The California Legislature put ProposiƟon 1 on the November ballot — an extreme proposal to 
amend the State consƟtuƟon that, if approved by voters, would over-ride current law and will per-
manently allow taxpayer-funded late-term aborƟons without limit.  
 
Our bishops are asking us to Pray for the Defeat of ProposiƟon 1 and to End AborƟon. The bishops 
of California are inviƟng all Catholics to engage in prayer and fasƟng to end aborƟon and for an 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit to form the minds and hearts of California ciƟzens to defeat Prop 1. 
 

The sad reality is that California already has some of the most accommodaƟng aborƟon laws and services in the naƟon. 
And by providing extensive funding for aborƟon services without any corresponding equitable funding for pregnant wom-
en and mothers, the state exercises a destrucƟve, coercive power in favor of ending innocent lives. Enshrining this amend-
ment’s language into the consƟtuƟon will extend the danger of coercive aborƟon to babies with unquesƟoned viability. 
 
The California Catholic Conference will be acƟvely engaged in opposing the upcoming ballot iniƟaƟve and asking the 
state’s 12 million Catholics to work to raise awareness and vigorous opposiƟon in our dioceses, parishes, and communi-
Ɵes. (The above statements are taken from California Bishops). 
 
I am aware that some of us may find this wriƟng objecƟonable and state that church should stay out of poliƟcs. The issue 
of life from concepƟon to natural death is one that we Catholics have no grounds to compromise. Catholics believe each 
person is unique because God made them. The creaƟon of humans was unlike the rest of creaƟon because they were 
made in the Image of God. The LaƟn term for in the Image of God is Imago Dei. The Catholic Church teaches that all hu-
man life is sacred (sancƟty of life) and that everyone has a right to life which should be protected and valued at every 
stage. The Catholic Church is against aborƟon in all circumstances. The Catholic Church teaches that life begins at concep-
Ɵon. AborƟon is therefore seen as murder, a great moral evil.  
 
As a church we need to do more to support pregnant women and families. “I recognize there are people on both sides of 
the quesƟon in the Catholic Church,” said BalƟmore Archbishop William Lori, who chairs the U.S. Conference of Catholic 
Bishops’ CommiƩee on Pro-Life AcƟviƟes. “What we are finding though is that when people become more aware of what 
the church is doing to assist women in difficult pregnancies … hearts and minds begin to change.”  
 
We must urge legislators to protect the unborn, and we must provide compassionate support to women that will help 
them choose life.
