Day! 



Dear Friends, 
This Saturday, August 15th we shall celebrate the Feast of the As-
sumption outdoors. We will do two masses in the morning. 
(7.30am and 9.00am) During this pandemic, we need the bless-
ings of our blessed mother. In 1950, in the Apostolic Constitu-
tion Munificentissimus Deus, Pope Pius XII proclaimed the Assump-
tion of Mary a dogma of the Catholic Church in these words: "The Immaculate 
Mother of God, the ever-virgin Mary, having completed the course of her earthly 
life, was assumed body and soul into heaven."  
Over the last few months, churches around the world went to a digital-only ser-
vice in response to the situation and government recommendations on social 
distancing. The looming question of whether or not digital content could replace 
a church service was answered in a moment of crisis.  
Digital will never replace the value of physical, in-person connection with a 
church community, yet at the same time, it will forever be an experience for 
those in our communities who are sick or unable to attend services for other 
reasons. That is why CTK and St. Stephen are embracing a combined alterna-
tive of both digital and in person services. I want to thank you for all the support 
you have given me, the number of thank you notes that you sent us at the of-
fice.  
As a leader, I have embraced every opportunity offered to unite people and 
reach the community through the power of digital outreach. In my conversation 
with our Core Team, we have looked at a number of options, as we get ready 
for the fall and the winter months. You are more than welcome to give me your 
feedback or comments. 

1.     We will be expanding our Wi-Fi to cover all our parking lots, so 
that those of you with smart phones or tablets can see and hear the 
Mass as you sit in your cars regardless of the season - hot, cold or 
rainy. The Church intends to buy a few smart tablets for those who 
need assistance with technology. They will be programmed to view the 
services while you are in the parking area. Our ushers will distribute 
them on request, and collect them back after the service.  

2.     Improve the current transmission of online services. This is being 
done as we speak. We have purchased cameras and laptops, and oth-
er accessories needed.  

3.    To set up a large TV on the lawn, that can be used for PowerPoint 
presentations during Mass and Funerals. This can also be used for 
outdoor Bible Studies, Movie nights and so much more. Even our 
School and Faith formation Students can benefit from this technology. 
This is still in discussion.  

4.     Set up two covered areas for drive through communion during 
the rainy season. During the rains, we can still attend parking lot mass-
es through smart phones or tablets, and then drive through for com-
munion. 

5. We will offer one more mass on Sunday at 12.00 noon to accom-
modate our Spanish community in Concord and adjoining areas 
who have little opportunity for masses. We will offer this until the pan-
demic is over, and they can go back to their home churches. 

 
While most of these ideas are still at an early stage of planning and implement-
ing, we feel that this will definitely help us prepare for the months to 
come. Today, Wednesday I will be a panelist on Pleasant Hill City Zoom 
conversation on Social Justice. More information will be given. The Pas-
tors of Pleasant Hill have worked closely with the city on a number of social jus-
tice concerns, and the leaders have been very collaborative.

Paul hoped that his success 
in converting the Gentiles 
would encourage the Jewish 
people to take a second look at 
the message of Jesus.
