Dear Friends,

Russia’s invasion of Ukraine has created one of the biggest refugee crises of modern times. A [
month into the war, more than 3.7 million Ukrainians have fled to neighboring countries — the sixth- g 4
largest refugee outflow over the past 60-plus years, according to a Pew Research Center analysis of
United Nations data. A number of countries have stepped up to welcome these poor folks. Pope Fran- '
cis has been an outspoken champion for the refugees through his entire papacy. He has the heart of
Christ, when he addresses the poor. After consecrating both Russia and Ukraine to the Immaculate
Heart of Mary, he sent his almoner to Ukraine with an ambulance, a gift from Pope Francis. This was
his second ambulance sent to the war-torn country in 4 weeks.

There was another inspiring story I read recently. Irish Bishops are urging parishes on the island to offer a com-
passionate welcome to Ukrainian refugees, saying it was clear “the Gospel is calling on us to open our hearts and our

: homes.” At the National Bishop's Council meeting last week all
iIrish bishops offered to take the lead on offering their homes to
refugees. “The archbishop is encouraging priests where possible to
offer a room in their home. The Bishop of St. Edmundsbury and
| Ipswich, the Right Reverend Martin Seeley said he hoped to pro-
vide a family with "safety, care and support". "When we saw the
horrific scenes and continued to see the horrific scenes... and
knowing that so many are seeking refuge and safety, the least we
could do was to offer our home," said Bishop Seeley. I asked our
priests here at CTK whether we can offer our extra room for a ref-
ugee family and the answer was unanimous.

The regularly scheduled collection on Ash Wednesday at CTK has been dedicated to Ukraine 100 percent. We
have collected almost $25,000 so far, and we intend to send the money next week. This is your last opportunity to
donate to this collection to assist in the great humanitarian work, a crisis still evolving in that country.

The mayor of Kiev said that Ukraine will prevail because “we have God on our side.” In Exodus 19: 4, God said, “You
yourselves have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I carried you on eagles’ wings, and brought you to Myself.”
Our prayers are working, God is listening to the cry of the Ukrainians. This courageous people are willing to fight and
die for that long term peace. Let us continue to hold our fragile world in prayer.

Many of you have been inquiring about the status of our video and slide pro-
jectors in church. Many areas of the technology industry and supply have
been severely affected by microchip and other parts and labor shortages and un-
fortunately the projectors we ordered are still on the backorder after several
months of waiting. We do not know when we can expect these projectors, which
is quite frustrating. According to economists, demand for semiconductors
grew nearly 30% between August 2020 and August 2021, and some companies
are seeing a backlog of orders growing well into 2023. At St. Stephens, we had
ordered one more set of lavalier microphones for the sanctuary, and an update to our choir mic-system, and that too is
backordered. We are working on options as well. Thank you for your patience. May God bless us this Lent.
