Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 Happy Easter! We are so glad to have you join us this weekend! 

Today we begin the season of Easter.  In the prayers of the Liturgy and in the 
Word of God proclaimed in our churches during this time, we will hear and cele-
brate the themes of passing from death to life, from darkness to light, from blindness 
to sight, and from alienation to restoration. Christ is risen from the dead and, with 
Him, we are offered the hope of resurrection, new life and new hope. This is a pow-
erful hope, and it comes to us this year in the context of a world and a society that 
cries out for this kind of transformation and renewal.  

The greatest feast of Christianity comes during the saddest days in our history.   For the last two months 
the people of Ukraine have walked through a real way of the Cross. They continue to be on the Mount Calva-
ry. Hundreds have been killed. Young and old and even the children have been mercilessly killed. Dark 
days.    

As we look around us, we are aware of and touched by troubling realities. We see more refugees and migrant 
peoples on the move than at any point in history, fleeing oppression, persecution, and violence. Some of us 
carry with us the scars of the pandemic, the loss of our loved ones. In the face of these and other painful reali-
ties of our lives, we dare to celebrate Easter and, the hope, wonder and transformation that Jesus will continue 
to bring into our world, if we let Him! 

The message today is resurrection, a new world. The message from the empty tomb is not one of venge-
ance, not violence, not despair: it is one of hope. It is one of victory of light over darkness;  the victory of 
good over the evil.   

This Easter, each of us can bring the power of Christ’s Resurrection into our world by standing against the 
powers of oppression and fear. Where there is violence, we can sow peace. Where there is hatred, we can sow 
love. Where there is sadness, we can sow joy. Where there is harassment, we can sow respect. Everywhere in 
our lives, there are incredible chances to witness to the Easter miracle. 

I am proud of our communities of St. Stephen and CTK. We have lived this message of hope. We have 
lived through a couple of years not knowing how long we would be able to sustain our communities through 
prayer and worship. We faced many challenges, interruption of regular activities, indoor masking and so 
much more. Through it all, our staff, ministers, and our leaders remained resilient and persevering. Our com-
munities are stronger and better.  

Faced with the realities of suffering and war, natural and man-made disasters, we have stepped up as 
Christ demanded us (Matthew 25).  Just last week we sent $40,000 to the Church of Ukraine. Dur ing 
the past two years of the pandemic we raised over $300,000 for St. Vincent de Paul to support the poor and 
needy in our neighborhoods, through food and rental assistance. We have reached out to Haiti, Louisiana and 
other people of our world distributing over $50,000 this year. I am so grateful for you. We are an Easter peo-
ple, and we offer hope.

Christ the King Celebrates Its Very First Mass 
On Easter Sunday, 1951 

 

The three Masses on that memorable Sunday, were thronged with people clad in their Easter finery. Gingerly, they 
picked their way through weeds and mud to see how a place of worship had been contrived out of what two short 
months ago had been an almond orchard. They found the liƩle white coƩage had been converted into the “Chapel of 
Christ the King” replete with altar, communion rail, a handful of pews and kneelers and one confessional. AƩached 
to the chapel was a long, striped awning that covered a cleared area where some 50 pews had been placed. Here the 
majority of parishioners would watch the celebraƟon of the LaƟn mass through the windows of the coƩage kitchen 
from a makeshiŌ tented assembly area known as the “Annex.”
