Dear Friends, 
 
During this month, you will be witnessing people taking the October count. According to 
Gallup, almost four in five Americans (79%) state that their lives are at least somewhat if not 
completely back to a pre-pandemic normal. As I traveled last month, it was interesting to ob-
serve that hardly anyone wears masks either in the airport or on the flight, that the streets are 
filled with people, and life goes on normally almost everywhere. 
 
Despite this growing return to normalcy, church attendance has not fully rebounded yet. We are probably 
around 60% of pre-pandemic levels both at St. Stephen and CTK. As we reopened for service, I said to my-
self, our folks will come back may be in the spring, after Easter, after summer vacation, when the mask man-
date is fully lifted, when all restrictions are lifted, when kids are back in school fulltime. And now, almost 
three years into the pandemic, the slow realization is finally happening: Maybe they’re not coming back. Not 
now, not tomorrow, not ever. 
 
Yet at the height of the pandemic, churchgoers said they planned to return. In a February 2021 Lifeway Re-
search study, 91% of U.S. churchgoers said they planned to attend in-person worship services at least as often 
as they did before the pandemic. Few said they planned on attending less than before (6%), rarely attending 
(2%), or not attending in-person at all (1%). 
 
Many of our parishioners who attended mass regularly are yet to return and I believe that their absence is not 
so much an intentional decision. Rather, it’s the unintentional creation of a new habit. They’ve gotten out of 
the practice of churchgoing and haven’t made a decisive act to restart. For the most part, the engaged return. 
The disengaged didn’t return. There are some who are still fearful, and who attend mass online on a daily or 
weekly basis. Our livestream and drive-through communion numbers corroborate this fact. 
 
The unintentional absences of churchgoers mean we must take intentional actions. Jesus said the shepherd 
leaves the 99 sheep to go after the one sheep that is lost. We are missing more than one sheep from the flock 
since COVID. And bringing them back will probably take meeting them where they are. Restarting lost habits 
can take work, but that work is easier when you have others walking beside you to encourage you. So, I am 
inviting you to engage with folks you know, the folks that you don’t see at church and take some active steps 
to bring them back. We are in this mission together. I personally believe that we are never going to be at pre-
pandemic levels. I hope and pray that I am wrong. 
 
After my last presentation on Pope Francis’ last apostolic letter, there was a great interest in learning 
about the four constitutions of Vatican II. I will offer two presentations on Sacrosanctum Concilium, 
(Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy) on October 20th at 10.30am at St. Stephen (in person) and via 
zoom at 7.00pm.  
 
In order to understand the recent revision of the Roman Missal and the reasons for certain modifications and 
changes in the General Instruction of the Missale Romanum, editio typica tertia, it is necessary to take as a 
starting point the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy of the Second Vatican Council Sacrosanctum Concili-
um   In the Apostolic Letter commemorating the twenty fifth anniversary of the promulgation of the Conciliar 
Constitution His Holiness Pope John Paul II stated that the principles which underlie the Council’s great litur-
gical charter are of “enduring value” and remain relevant in the development of the Church’s worship. I invite 
you to attend either of the two sessions offered.
