It's said that the role of a church Usher is to help our first-time guests, our repeat
visitors, and our parishioners to experience the sacredness and joy of a worship
service at Christ the King. As Greeters at CTK, Ushers are entrusted with promoting a
sense of welcoming and belonging to all the faithful assembled for worship. They're the
first point of contact for the communal celebration of the Liturgy.

Most Catholic pastors believe that an Usher's performance can make or break the
outcome of the liturgical service as well as bring a true reflection of how friendly and
loving a church really is. Ushers set the spiritual climate of the service by presenting a
welcoming attitude, making others feel comfortable and part of the CTK community.
Ushers also make sure that everything is flowing in a proper order, so that everyone is
free to worship without interruption.

In general, Ushers carry the responsibility for the following:

1. Opening doors to make sure the entrance into the church is welcoming to all.

2. Offering the parish bulletin to the faithful as they enter, acting as the church GREETERS.

3. Seating those assembled for Liturgy and taking special efforts to seat the faithful during the
natural breaks in the Mass.

4. Attending to the needs of the disabled through such things as holding doors open, locating
places for wheelchairs and walkers to be parked, and getting the disabled and their attendants
seated.

5. Making sure that the gifts of bread and wine, and the book of intentions, are in their proper place
before Mass, and asking members of the assembly to bring forth the gifts at the Offertory.

6. Circulating the collection baskets (there should be a sufficient number of ushers to facilitate the
collection in a timely and orderly fashion) and delivering the collection bags to the Ministry
Center for counting.

7. Facilitating the Communion procession by guiding each row of parishioners while that row goes
to Communion.

8. After Mass checking the worship space to make certain that it is free from clutter.
