Dear Friends, 
 
In the past week and on the feast of Pentecost, Pope Francis delivered a 
very important reflection which I found very challenging and encourag-
ing, truly pastoral, rooted in the Scripture but attuned to the world. He 
spoke about ideology and faith and how the two are incompatible. In his 
general audience Wednesday, Pope Francis warned Catholics to not turn 
their faith into an ideology, as St. Paul did when he was persecuting Christians before his 
conversion. 
St. Paul, called Saul before his conversion, was “an ideologist; for Saul, religion had be-
come ideology, religious ideology, social ideology, political ideology,” the Pope said a few 
months ago. Reflecting on Saul’s behavior toward Christians is a chance for everyone to 
consider how they are living their faith, he said, suggesting people ask themselves: “How 
do I live my life of faith? Am I going to meet others or am I against others? Do I belong to 
the universal Church, good, bad, everyone? Or do I have a selective ideology?” “Do I love 
God, or do I love dogmatic formulations?” he continued. “How is my religious life? Does 
the faith in God that I profess make me friendly or instead hostile to anyone who is differ-
ent from me?” 
 
 Here are some excerpts from his homily which is a translation. 
“The faith passes, so to speak, through a distiller and becomes ideology. And ideology 
does not beckon [people]. In ideologies there is not Jesus: in his tenderness, his love, his 
meekness. And ideologies are rigid, always. Of every sign: rigid. And when a Christian 
becomes a disciple of the ideology, he has lost the faith: he is no longer a disciple of Jesus, 
he is a disciple of this attitude of thought… For this reason, Jesus said to them: ‘You have 
taken away the key of knowledge.’ The knowledge of Jesus is transformed into an ideologi-
cal and also moralistic knowledge, because these close the door with many requirements.” 
 
The Pope continued. Jesus told us: “You burden the shoulders of people [with] many 
things; only one is necessary.” This, therefore, is the “spiritual, mental” thought process 
of one who wants to keep the key in his pocket and the door closed: “The faith becomes 
ideology and ideology frightens, ideology chases away the people, distances, distances the 
people and distances the Church of the people. But it is a serious illness, this of ideologi-
cal Christians. It is an illness, but it is not new, eh? Already the Apostle John, in his first 
Letter, spoke of this. Christians who lose the faith and prefer the ideologies. His attitude 
is: be rigid, moralistic, ethical, but without kindness. This can be the question, no? But 
why is it that a Christian can become like this? Just one thing: this Christian does not 
pray. And if there is no prayer, you always close the door.” 
 
The words of the Pope have particular relevance for us here in the United States and the 
world.  Pope Francis said, “if we listen to the Spirit, we will not be concerned with con-
servatives and progressives, traditionalists and innovators, right and left. When ideolo-
gy become our criteria, then the Church has forgotten the Spirit.” He reminded them 
that “The Paraclete impels us to unity, to concord, to the harmony of diversity. He 
makes us see ourselves as parts of the same body, brothers and sisters of one another.” 
He warned that “the enemy wants diversity to become opposition and so he makes them 
become ideologies.” Adding to his prepared text, Francis said: “Say no to ideologies, 
yes to the whole.” 
On another note, I visited Fr. Mike Dibble recently on two occasions, and he has be-
come quite weak and fragile. I am grateful to Dr. Francine and David Stone for offering 
a place for him to retire, and taking good care of him during the past years. Kindly keep 
Fr. Dibble in your thoughts and prayers.
