Dear Christ the King Community,

As we approach October we sense and realize the transformation in our seasons and
lives. Autumn is a time for reflection, change, and renewal. As Catholic Christians in
the month of October, we honor and show gratitude to Mary our Holy Mother for her pro-
tection and grace in the praying of the Most Holy Rosary.

The feast of Our Lady of the Holy Rosary is celebrated each year on October 7" and

in Latin comes from the word rosarium or “crown of roses”. Pope Pius V first introduced this feast day
and Saint Dominic was given the Rosary as a form of prayer. Church history reveals that the Rosary original-
ly mirrored in numeration the 150 Psalms and included the reciting of the Lord’s Prayer with beads known as
the crown and eventually shifted to exchanging 150 (Hail Marys) in place of the (Our Fathers).

My grandfather and great-grandmother recited the rosary daily and really modeled the unspoken aspects of
faith while growing up. Sadly, as a child my fourth-grade teacher Ms. Daly eventually died of a long-term
illness. That year, I would often pray for Ms. Daly at the side chapel at Saint Joseph’s Church in Pinole, Cali-
fornia. Also, praying for her well-being and recovery while attending weekly confession at Saint Callistus
Church in El Sobrante, California.

It was at Saint Callistus Church whereby I would stop at the statue of Mary and prayer to her quietly and rev-

erently. The beautiful/loving/peaceful statue of Mary in the back of Saint Callistus Church resides in my

heart today. It is there where I became a Marian follower for life, and I have never let go of her hand, com-
= passionate heart, and spirit that is full of grace.

& This past summer Demi Marquez (photo left), a respected parent, and our school’s
fundraising and scrip coordinator visited the holy site of Our Lady of Medjugorje on
July 25% with her husband Roy and son Mason. Mary has appeared there from 1984
& until today to six children who are now adults.
