Per Contra Costa Health Orders, August 2, 2021, face coverings are now mandatory in all
indoor areas regardless of vaccination status. Thanks for your cooperation.




Dear Friends,

Contra Costa County has issued an order to wear masks while indoors from Tuesday the
3rd of August. The order requires all individuals, regardless of vaccination status, to wear
face coverings in public settings when indoors. "We must act now to protect ourselves,
our loved ones and our community. If you are eligible to get a COVID-19 vaccine and
have not yet done so, please do not wait any longer," said Dr. Chris Farnitano, health of-
ficer for Contra Costa. "During July the number of hospitalized COVID-19 patients in our
county increased 400%. Four out of five of the COVID patients we see are not vaccinat-
ed, even though only one out of five Contra Costa adults are not vaccinated." Thank you
for your immediate consideration. Remember that the small step of wearing masks is a
way to show our love for our neighbor.

As I stated last week, if you prefer to attend mass from the patio of the church that would
be fine. If you decide to continue to do drive-through Communion from 11.30am to 12.00
noon, that would be fine, too. Your safety is important to us. Let us continue to pray that
God bless our communities of faith especially our children who will be back to school in
a couple of weeks.

Starting next Sunday August 15", Bishop Barber will do away with the dispensation -
from the obligation to attend weekend Masses. He had granted that dispensation when
the pandemic began . Bishop Barber wrote, “Our solemn obligation to attend Mass on
Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation will come back into force in the Diocese of Oak-
land on Sunday, August 15, 2021, the Solemnity of the Assumption of Our Lady into
Heaven.” I have not heard anything new from the diocese about the dispensation in the
context of the new surge.

As with other difficult pandemic-related decisions, individual parishioners will have to
decide for themselves when they feel safe going back to church. Bishop Barber did enu-
merate a number of valid reasons when an individual will decide not to go back to Sunday
Mass. Each individual will have to make his or her own decision about what is the right
moment to go to work, to school and to church. Everyone has to decide that with their
own conscience. And then, feel good about the good decision you made.

Let us keep our Carondolet Sisters in our
prayers and thoughts. [ am sure some of you
are aware of the transitions taking place at St.
Joseph of Carondelet Center in Los Angeles. In
October 2019, the Getty Fire devastated the area
around the Center, underscoring the difficulties
involved with the emergency evacuation of sis-
ters who reside there and receive the highest
levels of skilled nursing care. The province has
decided to move their skilled nursing care to a
safer location. On July 15, that plan became re-
ality as the first sisters moved from Carondolet
Center to their new home at St. John of God
Care Center, a licensed facility in downtown Los Angeles.

You will know some of these sisters pictured here, including Sr. Timothy Anne Daly, Sr.
Kathy Lang, Sr. Marcela Fabing, Sr. Joanna Bramble and Sr. Mary Ellen Kowalski, to
name a few who worked in the Bay Area. If you want to send cards of support, I am sure
they will appreciate receiving them. Please do keep the sisters in your prayer during this
transition for 24 sisters. The sisters are in the midst of making many important decisions
about relocating a number of their ministries including their provincial leadership Center
to another location. The Sisters of Carondolet mean a lot to us at CTK, as they have
blessed this community with their presence and ministry. We are still being blessed by the
sisters in so many ways. Here is the address of the new Nursing Facility: St. John of God
Retirement Center, 2468 S St. Andrews Pl.
