Dear Friends, 

 

This coming Sunday, we will be celebrating our CYO (Catholic Youth 
Organization) Ministry at our 9:00am Mass – children, coaches, and 
the parents. On behalf of our wonderful community, I want to thank  
Leo Lopoz, CYO Basketball Athletic Director and Phil Williamson CYO 
Cross Country and Track Coach and their leadership team for taking 
care of the physical, behavioral, and spiritual needs of our children through sports and 
athletics. 

 

CYO sponsors a variety of sports in our community such as girls’ and boys’ basketball, girls’ volleyball, girls’ 
and boys’ track and field, girls’ and boys’ cross country and much more. They enable the gifted to excel, the 
less gifted to participate and improve. CYO inspires young people to know God, love God, and serve God 
through Athletics.

When we 
share our grief by interacting with others who are also grieving, we join hands and hearts with those experi-
encing many of the same emotions and spiritual challenges of grief. Together, the group slowly makes their 
way through the journey of grief toward a life of renewed hope.

U.S. Bishops' Religious Liberty Chairman Cardinal  
Timothy Dolan Speaks Out Against Religious Hatred 

 

Since the Hamas aƩacks earlier this month, and in the 
wake of boldly proclaimed rhetoric and the increase of 
acƟons of religious hatred in the United States, Cardinal 
Timothy M. Dolan of New York, chairman of the U.S. Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops’ CommiƩee on Religious Lib-
erty issued a sharp rebuke and called for peace. 

“In recent days here in America, where for hundreds of 
years many have sought refuge from religious persecu-
Ɵon, we have seen outbreaks of religious hatred that 
shock the conscience. It is especially disheartening to 
learn that the man accused of killing a six-year-old Muslim 
boy in Chicago reportedly idenƟfies as Catholic. Nothing 
could be more anƟtheƟcal to our Church’s teachings than 
this man’s alleged crime. And as countless voices cele-
brate the brutal terrorist aƩacks of October 7, our Jewish 
brothers and sisters reasonably fear for their lives. 

“In the face of such base hatred, we must affirm certain 
fundamental truths. Every human life is of equally incalcu-
lable worth. HaƟng your neighbors is a grave sin against 
God, who created us all in his image and likeness. Vio-
lence only begets more violence, not jusƟce. 

“May those whose hearts have been gripped by hatred 
repent, and may people of goodwill stand courageously 
for peace.”
