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We need the voice of moral authority today. | am grateful that a few bishops responded seriously to the
massacre in Texas and Buffalo and with a sense of urgency. San Antonio Archbishop Gustavo Garcia-Siller
called the shooting a "massacre" and said such shootings "are a most pressing life issue on which all in socie-
ty must act." Cardinal Cupich lamented: "Who are we as a nation if we do not act to protect our children?
What do we love more: our instruments of death or our future?"

Bishop Daniel Flores of Brownsville, Texas, responded with a sense of urgency: "Don't tell me that guns
aren't the problem, people are. I'm sick of hearing it," he said on Twitter. "The darkness first takes our chil-
dren who then kill our children, using the guns that are easier to obtain than aspirin. We sacralize death's
instruments and then are surprised that death uses them."

Why do we remain so indifferent toward laws relating to gun ownership when innocent people and children
are losing their lives every other day? Have we all become numb to the happenings around the world? In-
difference or apathy is the sin of all sins. It has caught up with our church in the modern world. Some call it
as the alpha sin, the worst of all sins. Indifference convinces us that change isn’t possible. Left unchecked, it
grows into a deep-rooted cynicism, the kind that gives the same response to personal transformation and
societal injustice: “What for?” When this sin is full-grown, we no longer want ourselves or the world to
change.

| feel that is where we are as a nation and as a people. But | am hopeful. | am hopeful not because our reli-
gious leaders and pastors will do the right thing, but | am hopeful because many of you are passionate
about protecting life, and you refuse to give in to despair or indifference. Keep up the good fight, peaceful
fight, non-violent fight so that others especially our children can live without fear.

Francis as one of 21 new Cardinals for the Catholic Church, the Vati-
can announced on Sunday. Like Pope Francis, McElroy envisions a syn-
odal church, where even controversial topics can be discussed openly.
Very few bishops have the theological depth or range that McElroy
brings to virtually any topic.

Feast of Pentecost
When Jesus ascended into heaven
forty days after His resurrection,
He instructed the Apostles to wait
in Jerusalem for the sending of the
Holy Spirit. Ten days later the
eleven Apostles, together with the
Blessed Virgin Mary, were praying
in the Upper Room on the Lord’s
Day. The Holy Spirit descended
upon them as tongues of fire, as
recorded in the second chapter of
Acts. Jews from distant lands were
gathered in Jerusalem for the
feast of the harvest of the first-
fruits, which was the closing festi-
val of the Paschal season. The
Apostles, filled with the Holy Spir-
it, began to preach the Gospel of
Jesus Christ in the various lan-
guages of the people. Scripture
records that through this mira-
cle 3,000 souls were baptized and
added to the Church that same
day. Because of this, Pentecost is
considered the birthday of the
Catholic Church.
