Genesis 2:18-24 
The first 11 chapters of Genesis 
are referred to as pre-history be-
cause they teach religious truths 
in parable form. In Chapter One 
and Chapter Two, there are two 
quite different accounts of crea-
tion. Today we hear the second. 

 
Hebrews 2:9-11 

Today and for the next six Sun-
days, our second reading will 
come from the Letter to the He-
brews. The section from which 
today’s passage is taken is per-
haps the New Testament’s most 
profound commentary on the im-
plications of Jesus becoming a 
human being. 

Dear Friends, 
Our commitment to life from conception to natural 
death has come to the fore during the past months es-
pecially with a disease that we do not seem to have a han-
dle on, people experiencing great hardship and pain, 
many leaving their shores for a better life and in the past 
weeks with the debate on abortion rights. We cannot fal-
ter in the face of such challenges, and we need to be con-
sistent in our support for the life of every human being in 
every situation without prejudice. 
Do Catholics “believe that human life begins at conception” — a formulation 
that’s become ubiquitous in recent weeks? We Catholics — presidents, gover-
nors, legislators, members of Congress, clergy of all ranks, and engaged citi-
zens — should not ignore the science and claim that the matter of when human 
life begins is a disputed question. In conversations with many people, smart 
people, thoughtful people, I have often noticed an unwillingness to wrestle with 
the consequences of our Catholic belief that the taking of innocent human life is 
always wrong. There is a tangible indifference when it comes to that aspect of 
life that we do not support sufficiently whether it is the protection of the unborn 
or the welcoming of refugees and immigrants or taking care of the homeless.  
Pope Francis enunciates it so much better: "The life we are called to promote 
and defend is not an abstract concept, but always manifests itself in a person in 
flesh and blood: a newly conceived child, a poor marginalized person, a sick 
person alone and discouraged or in a terminal state, one who has lost his job or 
is unable to find it, a rejected or ghettoized migrant." According to the teach-
ings of the Holy Father, the Catholic Church cannot "water down" the truth that 
the defense of life includes opposition to abortion and euthanasia -- the clearest 
signs today of a "throwaway culture."  But it also includes continuing the tradi-
tional Catholic advocacy for the right to health care for all people.  
I invite you to get involved not just with one aspect of life, but all of them. 
As Pope Francis said, 'Respect, defend, love and serve life, every life, every 
human life! Only on this path will you find justice, development, freedom, 
peace and happiness." "The defense of life for the Church is not an ideology," 
he said. "Every human being is called by God to enjoy the fullness of life; and 
being entrusted to the maternal concern of the Church, every threat to dignity 
and human life cannot fail to affect its heart." 
I would like to highlight another aspect of life. October is Mental Health 
Awareness month. Every once in a while, we encounter  persons with these 
challenges on our church campus and we struggle like everyone else how best 
to assist them. The purpose of Mental Health Awareness Month is to educate, 
provide tools, and start a dialogue surrounding the realities and complexities of 
mental health in our community. I am in conversation with a group of parish-
ioners in this regard, and I hope we can address one of the most difficult chal-
lenges in our society. After all it is about LIFE, PRECIOUS LIFE.  
I am happy to inform you that Fr. Tom Joseph, who is suffering from 
brain cancer has safely arrived home in India to spend his remaining days 
with family. Three weeks ago, his life took a turn for  the worse, with his 
left hand and left leg weakened severely. I am grateful to John Alonso, Carl and 
Peggy Sutter who spent countless hours ministering to Fr. Tom. In addition to 
these wonderful folks, we had Lai Lacsina, a professional healthcare worker 
who took care of Fr. Tom during the night. I am grateful to all of you for your 
prayers for a priest who ministered to so many and brought comfort and peace 
to the dying. God bless Fr. Tom.
