Distribution of Holy Communion

+ Maintain social distance as you come forward.

Hold your hands out as flat as possible so that the minister can
easily put the host on your open palm without touching your hand.

+  After receiving Holy Communion, lower your mask with one hand, put the host in

your mouth, and then put your mask back on.
