+ The clergy and readers are permitted to remove their masks, but only when they
are speaking. They will wear masks at all other times.

+ Always observe social distance of at least six feet between family groups, including during
the communion procession and as you leave. Please do not move around the Cathedral.

+ Some congregational singing is permitted at this time. A 3-layer mask is required for sing-
ing.

We can all help each other stay safe and comfortable by following these
common sense guidelines.
