Gary will 
con0nue as the lead catechist (teacher) with assistance from Cheryl Banks and Phil and Larie Buck. 
 
About Catechesis of the Good Shepherd 
 

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd is an approach to Chris0an forma0on that builds upon 
Montessori methods of learning. Catechesis starts with a fundamental awareness that a deep 
bond between God and each child already exists, and this rela0onship produces, in the child, a 
desire to draw ever closer to God.  With Catechesis, we seek to nourish and encourage that desire 
for deeper rela0onship—drawing forth both joy and wonder in the child (and in the adults who 
get to be a part of this good work!). 
 
The Atrium: Where Catechesis Takes Place 
 

Central to the Catechesis is the Atrium, a room containing beau0ful materials that focus the 
child's a%en0on on key Scripture passages and aspects of our worship.  This unique se[ng allows 
scriptural and liturgical themes to develop and resonate with each child as appropriate to their 
age. (The term “Atrium” derives from the ancient church—as the name given to the gathering 
space where the catechumens, those being formed in the faith as they prepared for ini0a0on into 
the Church, would receive their instruc0on.) 
 

Our Atrium, which is s0ll a work in progress, is upstairs in the Parish Hall across the hall from our 
Nursery, in the room that many at Saint Andrew’s know as Lady Chapel (also where our Children’s 
Sunday School took place from 2017 to 2020).
