The father and 
Shukria’s mother  had to be leL behind. Before coming to Santa Barbara they spent
several months  in a military camp in Wisconsin.  Considering what is happening in    
Afghanistan to women and young girls, we are thankful they are here. Our team 
added two members in Dallas who provide local assistance.

ARTSB has commi,ed to support this family for a full year, up to December 1,  2022.
