Volunteers: A 1:7 ratio will be maintained for each gender. All volunteers are back grounded 
checked.  
 
Volunteer Expectations: Stay in the cabins, participate in leader meetings, and be actively 
engaging in the retreat.  
 
Communication: For all DUMC youth trips at least one parent from each family attending will 
be put in a group chat. A text will be sent when we have arrived and are settled in, one on 
Saturday, and then parents will be communicated with when we leave the camp with our ETA 
and after we eat for the most accurate ETA on Sunday. For anything urgent during the trip 
please reach out directly to Lenae. Students will not necessarily have access to their phone 
every moment of the trip.  
 
Phones: Whether or not your student brings their phone is for you to decide in your family what 
is best. The winter blast organization discourages phones but it is monitored by every leader.  
Phones will be allowed to come. However, I will be encouraging them to be present with those 
around them. If phones become a distraction, they will be told phones need to stay in the cabins 
or the phone will be given to a leader. Phones will be collected during the worship session, 
teaching and small group.
