Word and Holy Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they 
may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ.
And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise 
and thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, 
our souls and bodies.

Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans 13:11-14
You know what time it is, how it is now the moment for you to 
wake from sleep. For salvation is nearer to us now than when 
we became believers; the night is far gone, the day is near. Let 
us then lay aside the works of darkness and put on the armor 

of light; let us live honorably as in the day, not in reveling and 
drunkenness, not in debauchery and licentiousness, not in quar-
reling and jealousy. Instead, put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
make no provision for the flesh, to gratify its desires.

Reading from the Book of Isaiah 2:1-5
The word that Isaiah son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and 
Jerusalem. In days to come the mountain of the Lord’s house 
shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and shall 
be raised above the hills; all the nations shall stream to it.
