We think in terms of systems and continuities and predictability and schemes and 
plans. I think the Bible is to some great extent focused on God’s capacity to break 
those schemes open and to violate those formulae.

When they are positive disruptions, the Bible calls them miracles. We tend not to 
use that word when they are negative. But what it means is that the reality of our 
life and the reality of God are not contained in most of our explanatory schemes.

The truth of our life is that our lives are arenas for all kinds of disruptions because 
it doesn’t work out the way we planned.

It’s so astonishing that the Old Testament prophets hardly ever discuss an issue. 
They don’t discuss abortion, Panama Canal, or anything like that. I think what 
they’re doing is, they’re going underneath the issues that preoccupy people to the 
more foundational assumptions that can only be got at in elusive language.

Scripture Lessons

The Lord said to Elijah, “Go, return on your way to the wilder-
ness of Damascus; when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael as 
king over Aram. Also you shall anoint Jehu son of Nimshi as king 
over Israel; and you shall anoint Elisha son of Shaphat of Abel-
meholah as prophet in your place.” So he set out from there, 
and found Elisha son of Shaphat, who was plowing. There were 
twelve yoke of oxen ahead of him, and he was with the twelfth. 
Elijah passed by him and threw his mantle over him. He left the 

oxen, ran after Elijah, and said, “Let me kiss my father and my 
mother, and then I will follow you.”

Lesson from The Letter of Paul to the Galatians 5:1,13-25
For freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore, and 
do not submit again to a yoke of slavery. For you were called to 
freedom, brothers and sisters; only do not use your freedom as 
an opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love become 
slaves to one another. For the whole law is summed up in a 
single commandment, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” 
If, however, you bite and devour one another, take care that you 
are not consumed by one another. Live by the Spirit, I say, and 
do not gratify the desires of the flesh. For what the flesh desires 
is opposed to the Spirit, and what the Spirit desires is opposed 
to the flesh; for these are opposed to each other, to prevent 
you from doing what you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, 

you are not subject to the law. Now the works of the flesh are 
obvious: fornication, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, 
enmities, strife, jealousy, anger, quarrels, dissensions, factions, 
envy, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these. I am warn-
ing you, as I warned you before: those who do such things will 
not inherit the kingdom of God. By contrast, the fruit of the 
Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithful-
ness, gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against such 
things. And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the 
flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us 
also be guided by the Spirit.
