Memorial Flowers

While we normally print the Scriptures that are read each Sunday, today, for the reading of Jesus’ Passion, we have chosen not to do so because this 
portion of the Gospels is not meant to be informative — providing wisdom or insight for our lives. It is, rather, profoundly personal, public, and human. 
When read within the liturgical context, our eyes should not be turned to the printed page. They should be trained, instead, on the face of the reader 
and the faces gathered all around. This is about us and, in many respects, the violence we do when we do not see the persons all around us, and when 
we choose to shout rather than listen. For today, we ask that you listen with your eyes and, possibly then, see with your heart. It may not be easy or 
comfortable in contrast to your usual habits, but nothing could be more important.
