Dip You Know

Did you know the Redeemer Youth Group meets for Bible study each week on Thursday mornings before school? In September
2024, at the request of a couple of students, they began to meet for what they call “Bible breakfast”: bagels and discussion. What be-
gan as loose topics prolflosed randomly by students to be paired with scripture, turned into a more structured evaluation of Genesis
and its relationship with the New Testament. As many as 12 kids will show up for the early morning discussion, including new kids
to the parish who have come with friends. They spend the hour reading the text and trying to understand what it says about God
and humanity. These kids are eager to understand the relevance of this text in relation to their own lives, today in 2026. Paul’s let-
ter to the Romans, and the Gospel according to Matthew have given the kids a much deeper understanding of what it means to be a
disciple, and the challenges that come with trying to understand the life, death, and resurrection of Christ.
