The parents and Godparaents stand and present the candidates as the people remain seated. 

We present Dominic Christian Eckler to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 

We present Emmeline Georgia Frascotti to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 

 

The Presider asks the parents and sponsors the following questions: 

Presider    Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you  
     present is brought up in the Christian faith and life? 

Parents and Sponsors   I will, with God's help. 
 

Presider    Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to 

     grow into the full stature of Christ? 

Parents and Sponsors I will, with God's help. 

 

Presider    Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of 

     wickedness that rebel against God?

He ascended into heaven, and is  seated at 
  the right hand of God. He will come again to judge the living  
  and the dead.

People I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the  
  communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of 
  the body, and  the life everlasting.

Priest Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, 
  repent and return to the Lord?

Preside Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ?

Priest Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as  
  yourself? 

People I will, with God’s help. 

Priest Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the  
  dignity of  every human being?

The Baptism 
Each Candidate is presented to the Presider, who then baptizes with these words: 

Presider I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
  Spirit.

The newly baptized is marked with the sign of the cross with Chrism, with these words: 

Priest You are sealed with the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ's own  
  for ever. 
People Amen! 
 

The Presider prays over the newly baptized, and then presents a candle lit from the Paschal Candle. 
All then join in praying the St. John’s Baptismal Prayer.

People Bless we beseech thee, O heavenly Father, the parents of these 
children, and give to them and to all in whose charge they may be the 
spirit of wisdom and love: that their homes may be to them an image of 
thy kingdom, and the care of their parents a likeness of thy love; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
